She has ex-
hibited regionally and nationally, and done
residencies in Germany, Iceland, upstate
New York, Nebraska, Vermont, and most
recently with The Clipperton Project in the
Faroe Islands. In Fall 2016, Falk joined
the School of Visual Art & Design at the
University of South Carolina as an Assistant
Professor of Sculpture.

She asks, “What do we hold dear and
worthy? We ask ourselves, do fences make
good neighbors? Is the grass really greener
on the other side? Exploring built and found
landscapes, I consider how we define home
and how we value personal space. What do
we do to protect it? How do we navigate the
world, and how do these experiences inform
our perceptions? How do we hang on to
memories, to places? How do we stem the

tide?”

Falk’s work ruminates on our rela-
tionships and collaborations with the
manufactured and natural landscapes we
inhabit. They contemplate the struggles
and connections we have with each other
and the need to find a place to call our own.
Falk continues, “In the current climate,
politically and environmentally, how do we
find balance between staked territory and
collective community? What measures do
we take to feel safe? How do we negotiate
this world of physical and psychological
borders? How do we find our place? Home
travels within and without.”
