The Art League of Hilton Head on Hilton
Head Island, SC, will present Florals and
Facades, Light and Shadow , featuring
works by Margaret Crawford, on view in
the Walter Greer Gallery, located at the Art
Center of Coastal Carolina, from Apr. 8
through May 3, 2014.
