     Peter Callas is one of America’s foremost 
expressionist sculptors working in clay. 
He utilizes the anagama kiln to produce 
large scale forms in the tradition of abstract 
expressionism. He is credited with bring-
ing the first anagama and the technique of 
prolonged wood firing for aesthetic affects 
to America in 1976. About this time Callas 
also began working collaboratively with 
the preeminent American clay artist Peter 
Voulkos. For many years he fired Voulkos’s 
work in his New Jersey kiln and traveled 
extensively worldwide with Voulkos as his 
assistant. 
     Today Callas is considered to be one 
of America’s foremost authorities on the 
wood fire anagama kiln tradition. He has 
had numerous one-man shows and museum 
exhibitions worldwide. Callas has exhibited 
extensively in Korea, China, Japan, Europe, 
and Australia. His works are in museum 
collections in those countries as well as in 
Hungary, Brazil and numerous American 
museums. 
     Warner Hyde is a native of Spartanburg, 
SC, and is Associate Professor of Art at 
Meredith College in Raleigh, NC. Recently 
he was invited to be a member of YAKI-
MONO, an international group of 80 top 
tier ceramicists from all over the world, who 
make ceremonial grade wares for Chado, 
the Japanese tea ceremony. 
     Hyde was selected to participate in 
“SteinFest,” an exhibition by six North
