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The International African American
Museum in Charleston, SC, Offers
Exhibition Focused on the

Great Migration N orth

The International African American
Museum (IAAM) in Charleston, SC, will
host the world premier of a special exhibi-
tion highlighting the African American
search for freedom and self-determination.
Entitled Follow the North Star: Freedom
in the Age of Mobility, it is the first to be
curated and crafted by IAAM that is de-
signed to travel to other museums around
the country, introducing them to historical
events leading to African American libera-
tion. The exhibition will be on display
from May 23 through Nov. 3, 2024. An
opening reception will be held on May
22, celebrating the world premiere of this
traveling exhibition. Guests can register
for the opening reception. There will also
be a Curator Talk on Aug. 8. A link to
registration will be forthcoming.

Inspired by the call to “follow the
North Star” to freedom and self-determi-
nation, Follow the North Star: Freedom
in the Age of Mobility tells the stories of
those who forged new paths, paving the
way for others. This multi-media explo-
ration follows the multifaceted journey
of African American liberation through
movement.

While Michelin serves as
presenting sponsor of Follow the North
Star, IAAM’s first traveling exhibition,
additional funding was provided by the
Mellon Foundation.

“Michelin is proud to partner with the
International African American Museum
in Charleston, which opened last June.
Our partnership reflects one of our core
values - Respect for People - and sup-
ports our desire to educate, inform and
inspire about the history and heritage of
the African American communities. More
specifically, it celebrates the theme of
being free to move. Our sponsorship of
this new exhibit illuminates that goal,”
said Alexis Garcin, president and CEO
of Michelin North America, Inc. “Ad-
ditionally, through this partnership, a
group of Michelin employees worked with
the museum’s Center for Family His-
tory to research their genealogy, helping
to connect the past and present, moving
forward together, as per the purpose of our
company.”

Through the lens of historical events
related to the African American search for
freedom and lesser-known forms of es-
cape, including folklore, storytelling, and
metaphysical travel, visitors will explore
this exhibition from three perspectives:
Transportation, The Great Migration, and
Spirituality/Imagination. Whether relocat-
ing out West to be a cowboy, creating art
in the Harlem Renaissance, or leaving the
United States entirely, African Americans
have historically transformed their daily
lived realities in different ways. This jour-
ney toward freedom, a highly pursued and
often elusive destination, has taken many
forms, from recurring Back-to-Africa
Movements to the famed Montgomery
Bus Boycotts to Afrofuturist visions of
other worlds. All in, the African American
journey is complex and full of possibility
and agency no matter where it leads.

“As people of the African Diaspora,
our journey can be viewed as a single

continuous trek towards ‘freedom.’ De-
spite the consistent march in its direction,
however, ‘freedom’ has remained an un-
reachable location. Follow the North Star:
Freedom in the Age of Mobility, explores
this dichotomy. How has the concept of
‘freedom’ remained an eternally compel-
ling beacon, while simultaneously proving
to be an utterly elusive destination? How
can a place we may never reach also serve
as a steadfast guide? We have unquestion-
ably covered immense distance on this
journey as a people. Yet, at times, ‘free-
dom’ can feel as far away as ever,” com-
mented James Bartlett, curator at ITAAM.
“It’s a remarkable feat to plan and
produce a traveling exhibition within our
first year of opening, but that’s exactly
what we’ve done with Follow the North
Star, which will offer a microcosm of the
IAAM experience everywhere this very
special exhibition travels. It’s the mar-
riage of lesser told stories paired with
immersive art, powerful artifacts, and
technology that humanizes and elevates
the narrative guiding you through a mov-
ing journey much like our forefathers may
have witnessed,” noted Malika Pryor, chief
learning and engagement officer at JAAM.

a world where the “new kid in town” was
the latest fad. They knew and I learned
that most of those “shooting stars” faded
out within a short period of time, as there is
always a new star, just around the corner. I
like those senior artists who are putting out
some of their best work on a daily basis -
they can’t help it - they’re artists, they need
to create - they have to create.

This is a must see show, just in time for
the Spoleto and Piccolo Spoleto festivals. If
you’re coming to Charleston for those festi-
vals - check out the local visual art commu-
nity in Marion Square and all over the city.
Most of it is free, unlike the performing arts.

Speaking of the Piccolo Spoleto Festival

There is some sad news about this years
festival, apparently the Piccolo Spoleto
Crafts Fairs have been canceled this year.
“Oh no!” I can hear thousands of people
yelling. It has something to do with the
refurbished Wragg Square park. I hope it
returns next year, the Charleston Crafts
Coop have made it a must see show since
the beginning of the festivals. And I know a
lot of people are going to be disappointed.

Linda and I used those fairs to add to our
pottery collection - until we ran out of safe
places to display pottery with three Grand-
boys “running” around the house. Through
those fairs we were able to add works by
famous potters from all over the Carolinas
- with just a trip to downtown Charleston.
Some we didn’t know were famous and oth-
ers became famous over the years. We got
some pieces while they were on the way up.
That means cheaper than what their works
will cost you today.

Although wave patterns repeat, they
are never exactly the same twice, and each
wave creates such interesting diversions. I
grew up swimming, and when I paint ocean
waves, | imagine myself in the water,” says

Smith.

“The powerful movement sometimes
makes me think of the powerful turn a
swimmer executes at the end of each lane,
spinning into a flip with momentum to push
off with a burst of energy,” adds Smith.
Each painting becomes a sort of living
meditation on bodysurfing, feeling the
ocean lift and move me along through color,
light and moving water. The ebb and flow
of the shoreline constantly changes, as light,
tides, and weather shift. A fiery sunset spill-
ing on wet sand, the quiet joy of dawn, the
luminous glow of light through a cresting
wave, these constant and recurring miracles
of nature keep me painting.”

Rosier Smith describes her recent work:
“A painting always begins with a visceral
response of awe: butterflies, a catch in the
breath, a lump in the throat. Sometimes
all it takes is a deep, rich color to get me
in the flow of inspiration. My upcoming
show, Flow, is a love song to the coast.
These paintings hold moments of awe.
Early-morning light shows all the beauty
and tremendous power of ocean water in
motion; when it illuminates the crest of a
wave, we can see the structure of its mo-

tion more clearly - the way the wave spins,
curves, curls and breaks. The immense
weight and density at its base all the way to
the thin nearly transparent crest that forms a
knife edge at the top, is in constant motion
as it swiftly rushes to shore. What continu-
ally inspires me is the idea of painting this
energy.”

Rosier Smith is a Master Artist with the
Copley Society, a master pastelist of the
Pastel Society of America and the American
Society of Marine Artists, an Eminent pas-
telist with IAPS, and a signature member of
the American Impressionist Society. She has
exhibited work in museums nationwide and
her work is in collections on six continents.

Spring is bursting out all over, and Up-
state artists Patrick DeCrane and Gale Rob-
erts are taking the chance to show nature’s
beauty through a joint exhibition.

May 20 through Aug. 9,2024.

Forever Transient visually investigates
the meaning behind transience, imperma-
nence, continuous change and the desire
to preserve and prolong the temporary
moment. Inspired by Dutch still life paint-
ings and vanitas, each artist exemplifies
a different creative approach and skill
set to artistically render the fragility of
time. Time does not stand still. It marches
forward and looks back retrospectively at
the past. Therefore, the experience of time
is never linear, but cyclical.

Forever Transient exhibits works by
eight nationally and internationally ac-
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claimed artists. Through varying pro-
cesses, each artist composes their work to
include vibrant references, and in some
cases direct interactions, with nature and
humanity.

Andrew Leventis’ hyper realistic
refrigerator still life paintings, echo the
elements of Dutch still life techniques,
but with a contemporary and refreshing
update of a classic art form. Brent Dedas’
“honeybee drawings” incorporate the
assistance of live honeybees landing and
crawling on his drawings, which Dedas
then turns into cyanotype prints.

Colby Caldwell, brings his flatbed
scanner along on his nature walks, instead
of a camera, and scans natural flora found
on the forest floor. James Henkel arranges
fragments of glass from destroyed vessels
to create organic shapes, therefore show-
ing transience through destruction, change
and reformation.

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Susan Jedrzejewski also explores the
imperfect and unpredictable patterns of
the natural world through the process of
photo transfer on canvas and panel. Debra
Koo’s paintings preserve moments in time
such as social celebrations, family, friends
and gatherings around the abundance of
food and frivolity.

Vietnamese artist Kenny Nguyen’s
work honors his Vietnamese and Ameri-
can cultural heritage in organic and
abstract forms using paint and Vietnamese
silk in creative, unconventional ways. Jen-
nifer Minnis’ work focuses on a threefold
view of humanity in spirit, mind and body,
capturing moments of time in paint that
cause the viewer to question the thought-
ful intentions of the portrayed subject.

“Whether skillfully rendering mundane
routines, reimagining a personal archive,
or concentrating on the minute details of a
moment already gone, these artists bring
to life something as connected to the tem-
porary as it is to the everlasting. The small
becomes the meaningful, the part becomes
a whole. It is not the need for retrospec-
tion, but the will to render the complicated
nuances of time, memory and fragility that
give this collection of works its power. It
is within these elapsed moments that the
painting lives and continues to evolve,

The Mint Museum Uptown, at the
Levine Center for the Arts, in Uptown Char-
lotte, NC, is presenting Fred Smith: From
This Disposition, on view through Sept. 1,
2024.

Fred Smith (b. 1987) is a human navigat-
ing their day to day existence through the
act of making drawings, paintings, and
sculptural objects. Their work is developed
with a sense of subversive irony, exploring
societal norms and situations that seem off
or odd.

By bending physicality and destabiliz-
ing reality, Fred Smith’s uncanny creations
prompt us to ask complex questions about
our surroundings and our imagination.

Creative abilities permeated Smith’s im-
mediate family, and he has made drawings
since his youth.

the summer after eighth grade, he drew
constantly from National Geographic and
skateboard magazines after an ACL tear
forced him to direct his active energy into
visual expression.

More recently, Smith’s sobriety - he
stopped drinking and smoking marijuana in
2020 - has strengthened his vigor to make
paintings; he observes that “the difference
is definitely in the work.” Smith swiftly and
successfully cuts through what’s “known”
and approaches the absurd as a place to sur-
vey the destabilization of certain structures
and systems - an illuminated unreality. It is
through this choose-your-own-adventure
template that we can conceive of new
worlds.

Mike Brown Contemporary in Columbia,
SC, is presenting Cedric Umoja - The Field,
on view through May 12,2024.

Join Mike Brown Contemporary in in-
troducing this new body of work exploring
the conceptual, physical and geographical
boundaries of a field.

Afield is described as...any cultivated
ground or pasture, an agricultural metaphor
for the church, an open land, an area free
of woods and buildings. An area of land
marked by the presence of particular objects
or features. A region of space for which
each point is associated with a specific
physical quantity. Properties of matter that
are formed at scales below that of human
perception, and thus appear continuous at
human scales, such as temperature or soil
moisture. Shadow economies that support
grind and hustle culture, both legal and
illicit.

Umoja’s work imagines the field as
a liminal space the uncertain transition
between enslavement and freedom, between
forced labor camp and free Black space.
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Where Black people have been and where
Black people are going physically, emotion-
ally, or metaphorically - between providing
for an oppressor and providing for them-
selves. It’s an exploration of past, current
and future projects of labor, resistance, and
land occupation.

This exhibition includes three channel
video projections, sculpture, large mixed
media paintings on canvas, small mixed
media works on paper, sculpture and instal-
lation. Heavily influenced by ancient and
contemporary mark making, these vibrant
works include collage assemblage, and
performance replete with ritual and a nod to
vernacular houses, work spaces, places of
worship and the jeweled styling of matri-
archs and hard old men.

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Black Mountain College Museum + Arts
Center in Asheville, NC, Features Works
by Robert Chapman Turner

The Black Mountain College Museum +
Arts Center in Asheville, NC, will present
Robert Chapman Turner: Artist, Teacher,
Explorer, on view from May 31 through
Sept. 7,2024. A reception will be held on
May 31, from 5:30-8pm.

Robert Turner (1913-2005) arrived at
Black Mountain College in 1949 to estab-
lish the first studio pottery program at the
College. He worked with student architect
Paul Williams to design the Potshop and
stayed until 1951 as a teacher and potter.
There he formed lifelong friendships with
M.C. Richards, Joe Fiore, and Natasha
Goldowski Renner, and was part of the
lively mix of art and ideas generated by
Clement Greenberg, Katherine Litz, Ken-
neth Noland, Theodoros Stamos, and many
others. Turner’s education prior to his
arrival at Black Mountain included Swarth-
more College, Pennsylvania Academy of
Fine Arts, The Barnes Foundation, Penland
School of Crafts, and Alfred University.

After Black Mountain, Turner and his
family moved to Alfred Station, NY, where
they bought a farm, and he established a
successful studio pottery practice and ac-
tively exhibited his work in galleries across
the US. In 1958 he began teaching pottery
and sculpture at Alfred University where he
became an essential part of the art depart-
ment until his retirement in 1979. In addi-
tion to his influential teaching position at
Alfred, Turner taught at Penland, Haystack,
and Anderson Ranch helping a new genera-
tion of artists and potters develop their work
and establishing his own reputation as a
gifted teacher.

American Southwest proved to be impor-
tant life experiences and deeply significant
to his growth as an artist. Over his lifetime
he received many awards for his work, but
his humble, gentle demeanor and Quaker
background helped keep him centered while
also remaining open to exploration and
discovery in nature and life.

The exhibition will include work by
some of Turner’s students and colleagues
at BMC, Alfred University, and Penland
as well as work by contemporary ceramic
artists whose work fits within the context
of the show. Artists include: Meredith
Brickell, Cynthia Bringle, Marjorie Dial,
Cynthia Homire, Bill C. Jones, Bobby Kad-
dis, Karen Karnes, Eric Knoche, Jeannine

“I wanted to work with clay so that the
way it moved, the vitality of clay, is not
meeting something that’s been on the draw-
ing board. It’s using clay with abstraction
to start with and then seeing what it’s going
to do, how it will move and change, and
always surprise you,” said Turner.

The exhibition was curated by Alice
Sebrell, Director of Preservation

Founded in 1933, Black Mountain
College was one of the leading experimen-
tal liberal art schools in America until its
closure in 1957. After the Bauhaus in Ger-
many closed due to mounting antagonism
from the Nazi Party, Josef and Anni Albers
readily accepted an offer to join the Black
Mountain College faculty. During their 16-
year tenure in North Carolina, the Alberses
helped model the college’s interdisciplinary
curriculum on that of the Bauhaus, attract-
ing an unmatched roster of teachers and
students including R. Buckminster Fuller,
Elaine and Willem de Kooning, John Cage,
Merce Cunningham, Mary Caroline (M.C.)
Richards, and Robert Rauschenberg.

The Black Mountain College Museum
+ Arts Center (BMCM+AC) was founded
in 1993 to celebrate the history of Black
Mountain College as a forerunner in pro-
gressive interdisciplinary education and to
celebrate its extraordinary impact on mod-
ern and contemporary art, dance, theater,
music, and performance.

The Museum is committed to educating
the public about the history of Black Moun-
tain College and promoting awareness of
its extensive legacy through exhibitions,
publications, lectures, films, seminars, and
oral histories.

land Craft Guild (2021) and creates artful
apparel in her Asheville, NC studio using
techniques such as mixing yarns with vary-
ing shrinkage to create three-dimensional
cloth, adding magic and surprise to both
her felting and weaving work. “Almost all
of my work features wool and silk. I love
the way the wool shrinks and the silk does
not. It allows for texture and nuance of
the piece,” states Ott, “Both of the felted
pieces in the exhibit have a silk base and use
merino wool. The woven piece is cotton,
silk and merino wool where again the wool
shrinks and the cotton and silk do not. That
is the reason the piece looks so textural.”

Husband and wife, Michael and Ruth
Rutkowsky are potters with over 65 years of
combined studio experience, each creat-
ing their own line of work. Their studio is
in the foothills of the Black Mountains, in
Burnsville, NC. “Mine is a less self-con-
scious approach to art. Using simple tools
and materials spontaneously allowing the
ongoing process to suggest its own varia-
tions encouraging a more intuitive approach
to creativity. My materials are mixed from
borrowed formulas that I have adjusted over
the years to suit my purpose,” says Michael,
member since 1989.

Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B.
Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach,

SC, Celebrates Its 100th Birthday

A “grand dame” of Myrtle Beach is
celebrating her 100th birthday this year,
following a long and eventful history.
Once known as Springmaid Villa, she
began life as a family home but would
later become home to the Franklin G.
Burroughs-Simeon B. Chapin Art Muse-
um - with, literally, quite a journey along
the way.

Constructed in 1924 as a family vaca-
tion home - termed a “beach cottage” —
along a then-sparsely populated stretch
of beach, the crisp white two-story house
was built for Eugene Thomas Cannon,
scion of one of the South’s major textile
firms. It later passed to another textile
family - Springmaid Industries, headed by
Elliot Springs - who gave it its enduring
name, Springmaid Villa.

of its closest neighbor, the Ocean For-
est Hotel with its grand surroundings - a
visionary project withered in scale by the
onset of the Great Depression. The Villa
withstood the destructive forces of Hur-

ricane Hazel in 1954 and then the 1974
implosion of the Ocean Forest Hotel; the
ensuing rise of beachfront condominiums
brought more drastic changes to the neigh-
borhood.

By 1984, the home had changed hands
again, this time to a construction company
whose owner planned to tear down the
Villa to make way for condominiums.

An 11th-hour plea from the president

of the Waccamaw Arts and Crafts Guild
convinced the new owner to spare the
home from demolition and instead donate
it to become a gallery for the non-profit
organization. Three months later the Villa
made a dramatic, 100-block move south
to Springmaid Beach where it came to
rest on land leased from Myrtle Beach
Farms - the predecessor to the present-day
Burroughs & Chapin Company. It was
destined to become the Grand Strand’s
one and only “home for the arts.”

It took more than another decade of
fund-raising, planning and expanding the
vision by a determined group of believers
who reached out to generous government

entities, foundations, businesses and in-
dividuals—all who took heroic measures
to bring the dream of a community art
museum into reality. This period brought
further proof of the Villa’s survival prow-
ess when Hurricane Hugo struck in 1989;
the home was protected successfully by a
chain-link fence from wind-driven debris.
Finally, 13 years after its move,
Springmaid Villa opened its doors to the
public as the Franklin G. Burroughs-Sim-
eon B. Chapin Art Museum. It has been
transformed into a $1.7 million non-profit
institution whose story grows richer with
every exhibition mounted on its walls and
every visitor who passes through its doors.

The Museum is currently undertaking a
fund-raising drive to support a celebration
of the Villa’s 100th birthday. Progress of
the drive will be posted on the Museum’s
website and on a digital monitor at the
Museum, with a celebration - including
a big birthday cake - planned when the
organization reaches its goal.

The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B.
Chapin Art Museum is a wholly nonprofit
institution located on South Ocean Boule-
vard in Myrtle Beach.

I saw the
work of Degas, Sargent and Sorolla, and it
was like coming home.”

The beginning of Segalman’s 60-year
career found success with his charcoal
drawings in which he explored all aspects
of the figure, developing a special ability
to capture and convey his models’ person-
alities. Throughout the course of his life,
Segalman pushed himself forward both
technically and creatively by mastering new
media, including pastel, watercolor, oil and
printmaking. Ebb and Flow features over
50 of the artist’s beach works in all of the
media in which he worked. Gorgeous flow-
ing drapery cascading in ocean breezes and
bathed in golden light will fill our galleries
and souls with that wonderful feeling of
liberation and peace we encounter, where
the water meets the shore.

Segalman’s work is permanently housed
in over 40 museum collections, including
the Metropolitan Museum of Art (NY), the
Hirshhorn Museum (DC) and the Museum
of Fine Arts, Boston (MA). He has been
represented by the Harmon-Meek Gallery

FRANK Gallery in Carboro, NC,
Has Offered a Group Exhlbltlon

FRANK Gallery in Carboro, NC, is
presenting a group exhibition including
works by Carol Retsch Bogart, Shelly
Hehenberger, Linda Prager, and guest art-
ists Doug Dotson and Jane Filer, on view
through May 11, 2024.

Carol Retsch Bogart’s love of collage
and mixed media touches on all manner
of materials. She’s experimented with
textiles in recent years, and for this show,
decided to dive deeper. In fact, six of the
nine pieces are textiles.

“I am enthralled with textiles of other
lands — from the silk kimonos of Japan to
the cotton kantha cloth of India,” Bogart
said. She adds her own silkscreened cloth
to the mix. She continues, “making marks,
shapes, and images where none existed
before forms a constant interplay between
the materials and me.”

A former therapist, Bogart has long
been intrigued by the complicated nuances
and layers of people’s lives, feelings and
experiences. For this show she explores
the layers of texture in cloth — some
observable and some hidden — just as in
our lives.

Heavily applied textured layers of oil
paint and cold wax mixtures help Shelly
Hehenberger express her concept of
“Earth Time.” That is the passively infinite
movement of time which directs the path
of all life.

Works by Doug Dotson

contemplate “Earth Time” as you might
approach the textural bark of a tree, or

the persistent growth of stalactites in a
cave, or the complexity of an ocean reef.
These natural forms and patterns grow
and reform like the layered surfaces of her
paintings in this exhibit.

Hehenberger explains, “Through my
work, I hope to remind the viewer (as well
as myself) of our birthright connection to
the mysterious expanse of “Earth Time”
and to allow it to teach us a deeper way to
live and breathe in this world.”

Linda Prager’s work is inspired by
many things — architecture, nature, art in
all its forms, and the clay itself.

The pieces in this show express her re-
action to the works of the other exhibiting
artists. She explains, “I became excited

thinking about how I could create work
that would talk to, and connect with, their
work.” Prager went with bolder, brighter
color combinations for many of these
pieces, while some express softer, more
muted colors to provide some quiet focus
for the eyes, and to reflect her quieter
thoughts.

As you look at Prager’s work, think
about the layers of color and texture, and
consider how that relates to the object’s
form. These pieces are sculptural and
beautiful, but they’re also functional ves-
sels created for everyday use.

In Jane Filer’s work, you are trans-
ported to worlds of wonder and supernatu-
ral experiences. These colorful paintings
tell stories rooted in what it means to be
human.

Filer has made homes in North
Carolina - at the beach and in the woods.
She spends time in New Mexico and the
Florida Keys. In her works, those environ-
ments are depicted in ethereal ways. She
explains that her paintings “are vehicles.
They are equations and visual stories.
They are teleportation beams, if you dare
to take the ride. They are my offspring.
They are what I have spent my life nurtur-
ing and putting out in the world.”

Doug Dotson creates pottery for daily
use, looking to the simplicity and strength
of natural forms for inspiration. He makes
pots, “in a way that shows the marks of
my hands, the tools I use, and the fire that
transforms mud into pottery. I want the
hardy, rustic feel and appearance of my
pottery to be as grounding to the pot’s
eventual owner as it is to me when I make
it.”

Lunaria, also called
Honesty or Money Plant, grows across the
street from my house where I can watch as
it develops its thin, transparent seed pods
over the summer and hear them rustle in the
autumn wind.

Fiery red Bee Balm grows across the
street as well, its square stems a clue that it’s
a member of the mint family. Snap Dragons,
a childhood favorite, grow upward in a spi-
ral, adding buds as they rise. And then there
are Roses, always roses. So many shapes
and colors — scented and unscented, shrub
roses, climbing roses, tea roses, multiflora
roses, wild roses — I love them all and have
painted many of them. Quintessence has
some of the flowers I’ve enjoyed watching
over the past few years. I hope you enjoy
them as much as I enjoy painting them.”

Containing more than six
hundred objects, the collection spans nearly two
hundred years and represents the work of over
a hundred artists. Small enough to fit in the palm
of the hand, these tiny portraits were treasured
remembrances of loved ones in the age before
photography. Presented in state-of-the-art display
cases, and in viewable storage drawers featured
miniatures include works by Mary Roberts, Jer-
emiah Theus, Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson
Peale, Pierre Henri, Edward Greene Malbone,
George Engleheart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery
6, Permanent Exhibition - "20th Century Ameri-
can Regionalism and the Charleston Renais-
sance". At the turn of the twentieth century, Amer-
ican artists looked to their European counterparts
and beyond as they developed identifiably
American artistic movements. Two particularly
strong influences during this time period were
French Impressionism and Japanese woodblock
prints. Another prevailing theme during this pe-
riod was the growing interest in American subject
matter. American regionalism and social realism
played important roles in the development of art
in Charleston, which flourished as a destination
for artists, particularly during the years of 1915

to 1945 a period now known as the Charleston
Renaissance.

About Diana Farfan’s “Linthead” installation. “In
the late 1960s and early 70s, more than 30 families
from Medellin, Colombia, then the most vital tex-
tile region in Latin America, arrived in Greenville,
SC, recruited by the mills for their expertise as
machine operators and loom technicians. Not part
of the existing social fabric, these families were
separated from home for years, the women work-
ing tirelessly 12 hours a day, six days a week in
social isolation compounded by language barriers
and racism. These Latino women wove not only
cotton, but also nests from which they raised their
families and made new lives as the city flourished
and prospered until the day when the thread was
snipped, and the cotton textile industry died out.”

Mill District Public Art Trail (MDPAT),
throughout the Whaley, Olympia and Granby
neighborhoods, known as Columbia, SC’s Mill
District, Columbia. Ongoing - The MDPAT was
conceived as a project in 2017 by 701 Center
for Contemporary Art board and staff to connect
the three neighborhoods through a creative
endeavor.

Born and raised in Iceland, Hildur Asgeirsdottir
Joénsson (b. 1963) has spent the last 30 years
developing a unique practice that melds the
disciplines of painting, weaving, and drawing,
creating an innovative and labor-intensive body
of work that blurs the boundaries between
abstraction and representation, and fine art
and craft. Based on the captivating landscape
and skies of Iceland, her work is deeply rooted
in environmental subjects and concerns while
also contributing to art historical discourses on
landscape painting and postwar abstraction.
Organized by the Frederick R. Weisman Mu-
seum of Art at Pepperdine University, this exhi-
bition will feature large-scale paintings created
on a loom and more intimate watercolors and
drawings.

Through
Aug. 9 - “Eduardo Chillida: 100 Years”. This
exhibtion commemorates the centenary of the
influential Spanish sculptor Eduardo Chillida
(1924-2002). Presenting a selection of sculp-
tures and works on paper from the Bechtler
Museum’s permanent collection, this intimate
exhibition offers a focused look at the artist’s
pioneering and varied practice. Renowned for
his monumental sculptures, Chillida also cre-
ated domestically-scaled sculptures, drawings,
collages, and prints, examples of which will

be on view. Together these works illustrate the
great influence that Chillida’s upbringing in the
Basque region of Spain and his early training
in architecture had on his unique artistic vision,
and demonstrate his enduring exploration of
space, light, form, and material. Through Aug.
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9 - "Alyson Shotz: Coalescence”. Blurring the
boundaries between art and science, American
artist Alyson Shotz (born 1964) is widely ac-
claimed for her sculptures and installations that
use synthetic materials such as glass, mirrors,
plastic, and stainless steel to harness intangible
forces of the natural world like gravity, space,
and light. On loan from the Bank of America
Collection, this single-work installation is a
dazzling sculpture made of glass beads and
wire that hangs from the ceiling, “Coalescence”
(2006) resembles a hovering cloud, a massive
spider web glistening with morning dew, or

a cluster of atoms magnified to monumental
scale. Its open form challenges traditional
notions of sculpture as grounded, solid, or
weighty, and reveals Shotz’s abiding interest

in perception: calling attention to the relation-
ship between an artwork, the viewer, and the
space they share. Ongoing - The Bechtler
Museum of Modern Art is named after the
family of Andreas Bechtler, a Charlotte resident
and native of Switzerland who assembled and
inherited a collection of more than 1,400 art-
works created by major figures of 20th-century
modernism and donated it to the public trust.

Years". The Delhom Service League (DSL)
provided a half-century of generous support

and impactful initiatives to The Mint Museum,
helping to fund the acquisition of more than 200
works of art in the Mint’s collection. The Delhom
Service League: 50 Golden Years celebrates the
Delhom Service League’s enthusiastic support
for the Mint by proudly displaying significant
works funded or gifted by the affiliate group,

plus selected publications, photographs and
other memorabilia. In 2022, the Delhom Service
League made the difficult decision to dissolve as
a Mint affiliate. The league nevertheless remains
an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and its
many contributions rightly deserve the museum’s
never-ending recognition and gratitude. In 1965,
The Mint Museum purchased the exceptional col-
lection of British, European, and Asian ceramics
from Chicago collector M. Mellanay Delhom. Two
years later, once the museum finished building a
new wing that included a large gallery to display
her holdings, Miss Delhom - as she preferred

to be called - began offering weekly classes,
open to the public, to discuss the works on view.
Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs

to pitchers, candleholders, and vases, “turning
pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft tradi-
tions in North Carolina. For more than 200 years,
members of the Cole family have been potting

in central North Carolina — Randolph, Moore,
Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six generations
of Coles, and no fewer than 18 individuals, are
represented in The Mint Museum’s permanent
collection. More than 60 highlights of their wares
are included in the installation “The Cole Fam-
ily: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One
reason for its long-term success is that making
pottery has so often been a family tradition in the
state. Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing,
and firing clay objects to their sons, and in later
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught
their children, and so on through the decades.
These family dynasties not only helped to keep
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity

in techniques and craftsmanship, as well as
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn
North Carolina into one of America’s centers

for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum'’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass

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Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts
holdings.

Work by Fred Smith

Mint Museum Uptown, Levine Center for the
Arts, 500 South Tryon St., Charlotte. Through
May 5 - "Craft Across Continents | Contemporary
Japanese and Western Objects: The Lassiter/
Ferraro Collection". The exhibition features more
than 50 objects from the private collection of
Lorne Lassiter and Gary Ferraro. Lassiter and
Ferraro say they collect for the fun of it - visiting
artists’ studios, art fairs, galleries and museums
here and abroad - but they are serious-minded
collectors with a deep knowledge of contempo-
rary craft. The exhibition will be presented in a
domestic-like setting to underscore the theme of
enjoying life through living with art. The exhibition
will include glass, ceramics, bamboo, and textile
contemporary objects by artists from around the
globe, including masterworks of glass sculpture
from the Czech Republic, a seminal installation
by Danish maker Tobias Mghl, and a mobile by
Polish-trained artist Anna Skibska, and spectacu-
lar large glazed ceramic vessel by British maker
Gareth Mason. Twenty-first century Japanese
bamboo works by leading practitioners and in-
novative wood-fired ceramics also are highlights
of the collection. Through Sept. 1 - "Fred Smith:
From This Disposition". Fred Smith (b. 1987) is

a human navigating their day to day existence
through the act of making drawings, paintings,
and sculptural objects. Their work is developed
with a sense of subversive irony, exploring soci-
etal norms and situations that seem off or odd.
By bending physicality and destabilizing reality,
Fred Smith’s uncanny creations prompt us to ask
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complex questions about our surroundings and
our imagination. The artist has a similar mission
in mind while creating the work, stating that he’s
“simply asking questions that | don’t know how
to ask with words.” Molding form and spaces into
open-ended queries, Smith delivers us to a site
where “the world is a stage.” Craft + Design Gal-
leries, Ongoing - "Craft in the Laboratory: The
Science of Making Things," is the first installation
in the Southeast to explore how craft artists and
designers use science and math concepts when
creating works of art. Presented by Mller Cor-
poration, Craft in the Laboratory also celebrates
a reinstallation of the Mint’s Craft + Design
Galleries—the first since 2010. Co-curated by
the Mint’s Senior Curator of Craft, Design, and
Fashion Annie Carlano and Assistant Curator

for Craft, Design, and Fashion Rebecca Elliot,
"Craft in the Laboratory" includes 100 works
from the Mint’s collection that are made from
precious metals, wood, steel, polymers, and
even agricultural waste, that emphasize the
preciseness of science used to craft works of art.
Made by nationally and internationally renowned
artists, the objects are organized by material and
subject throughout the galleries. Now - The Mint
Museum’s new four-story installation "Forag-
ers" offers a transcendent experience while
celebrating the tradition of women as makers and
providers. Unlike anything ever seen at The Mint
Museum before, Brooklyn-based artist Summer
Wheat's "Foragers" is a monumental piece of
public work of art spanning 96 windows, four
stories, and 3,720 square feet at Mint Museum
Uptown’s Robert Haywood Morrison Atrium. The
myriad of vibrant panels that give the illusion

of stained glass and celebrates the tradition of
women as makers and providers. "Foragers" is
part of a larger exhibition "In Vivid Color," which
brings together four innovative contemporary
artists—Wheat, Gisela Colon, Spencer Finch,
and Jennifer Steinkamp—who create works
celebrating the power of color and its ability to
permeate the space around us. Their work is
juxtaposed with a selection of paintings and
works on paper, drawn primarily from The Mint
Museum’s permanent collection, which show-
case artists’ more traditional exploration of color.

The first mul-
timedia survey of the artist’s work since 2007,
"Behold" highlights the artist’s dedication to cre-
ating new modes of understanding, as well as
her engagement with interconnected historical
and present-day challenges. These themes are
examined through Campos-Pons’s perfor-
mance-based practice and centering of Yoruba-
derived Santeria symbolism, as well as her
work with communities in Boston, Cuba, ltaly
and Nashville (her current residence). Through
July 7 - "Love & Anarchy". On the surface, love
and anarchy may seem like unrelated or even
conflicting notions. Love is synonymous with
care, compassion, and affection, while anarchy
is generally accepted as an absence of author-
ity, a state of disorder, or an ungovernable con-
dition. These concepts, more than tangentially
related, are often intertwined and even some-
times mutually dependent. Indeed, moments

of disarray and frustration are intrinsic to love,
while love sometimes emerges out of disorder
and chaos. Drawn from the Nasher Museum’s
extensive historical and contemporary collec-
tions, Love & Anarchy demonstrates some of
the ways in which these two concepts have
inspired artists, visually and conceptually, over
millennia. Modern & Contemporary Gallery,
Through May 19 - "Modern Prophets: Art and
Spirituality in America". Prophets and ghosts
appear during times of great change. Beginning
in the late 19th century, a rapidly modernizing
United States prompted artists to visualize and
even embody these figures. This imagery came
with the growth of secular spirituality and a
decline in organized religion among Americans.
As a result, spirituality and artistic responses

to it helped Americans cope with the effects of
modern warfare, the growth of industry, and

the advancement of new technologies. Artists

have long been considered holders of sacred
knowledge in their ability to visualize the world
around them, and sometimes, they served as
mediums of the unseen. William H. Mumler and
his photographs of alleged spirits gained popu-
larity as a grieving population sought to connect
with loved ones lost in the Civil War. In the
20th century, artists such as Georgia O’Keeffe
and Alfred Hitchcock were photographed as
prophetic or religious figures for their abilities
to visualize modernizing American landscapes.
Incubator Gallery, June 16 - "Hung Liu:

Living Memory," a student co-curated exhibit.
Chinese-born American artist Hung Liu (Born
in Changchun, China, 1948 — 2021) portrayed
individuals who risked being forgotten in death
as in life. As a child, Liu lived under the regime
of Mao Zedong, who led the Communist Party
during the Cultural Revolution (1966 — 1976), a
turbulent period of political and social upheaval
in the People’s Republic of China. It was during
this time that Liu realized photography’s sig-
nificance when she witnessed her mother burn
cherished family photographs, or otherwise

risk persecution for being “bourgeois,” or not
working class. As an adult, Liu immigrated to
the United States, where she focused on the
photographs of the Chinese people who came
before her. By manipulating and recontextual-
izing found images by dripping, splattering,

and layering materials, Liu blurred the lines
between representation and abstraction and
probed photography’s role in shaping collective
memory. "Hung Liu: Living Memory" explores
the artist’s ability to bridge past and present

by manipulating the threads of visual memory.
Her sensitive portraits illuminate what it means
to be Chinese, to be American, and to be a
woman. These testimonials make visible the
faces of the forgotten. Liu’s portraits remind us
that memory is not merely a repository of the
past; it is a dynamic force that inflects the past,
informs the present, and shapes our future,
forging our sense of self while connecting us

to the greater human consciousness. Trent

Wood,
the creator of Reynolda’s iconic 1936 painting
“Spring Turning,” ultimately produced 19 litho-
graphs, about a quarter of his mature work. His
consummate drafting skills made him a natural
for the medium. The AAA produced the litho-
graphs in editions of 250 and sold them for $5 to
$10 each. The opportunity to create affordable
art during the Great Depression appealed to the
artist. This small exhibition will focus on Wood’s
narrative lithographs (“Sultry Night,” “Honorary
Degree,” “Shrine Quartet,” “The Midnight Alarm”)
and still lifes. Northwest Bedroom Gallery,
Through Oct. 27 - "Good Impressions: Portraits
Across Three Centuries from Reynolda and
Wake Forest".
