Dimond’s later explorations in large scale

geometric compositions using hand-dyed,
contemporary textiles.

In this case, her works evoke picturesque
representations of snow-capped mountains from
the Italian Alps. De Eccher’s watercolors offer a
subversion of our current age in which images
