Originally from Bordeaux, France,
Alice Colin studied, worked, and lived in
many countries like India, Spain, Italy,
Ireland, and England, before settling in
Charleston. Influenced by her background
in psychology and communication, she
developed her love of creating visual
artworks using vibrant acrylics combined
with recycled elements from daily life
such as newspaper, leather, fabrics, dis-
carded packaging, jar labels, and more.

Her creative process aims to express
emotions and thoughts using colors and

patterns in a constant search for balance
between shapes and shades. Colin’s in-
spiration comes from her travels, adopted
countries, and people’s facial expressions,
thus her numerous portraits that seek to
capture the emotional charge, background,
and experience a figure can exude.

A self-taught artist, Colin currently
works from her studio at Redux Contem-
porary Art Center in downtown Charles-
ton and was a Visiting Artist at the Gibbes
Museum of Art in late 2024.

Elizabth (“Beth”) Northcutt Williams
is the current Visiting Artist at the Gibbes
Museum of Art. Her diverse body of work
can be found in collections all over the
country. Since receiving her BFA in paint-
ing from the University of Evansville, she
has developed a wide range of techniques
in oil painting, watercolor, drawing, and
mixed media.

Creating everything from portraits to
murals, Williams loves to translate ideas
into meaningful visual expression, often
combining traditional techniques with
more contemporary, expressive applica-
tions. Inspired by beauty and redemption,
she is forever grateful to honor the signifi-
cance of her subjects.
