The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, will present Picturing Freedom:
Harriet Tubman and the Combahee River
Raid, on view from May 23 through Oct. 5,
2025.

This exhibition is inspired by the
untold story of the Combahee River Raid
from the perspective of Harriet Tubman
and the enslaved people she helped to free
that is revealed for the first time through
groundbreaking research by Carnegie
Mellon University historian, Edda Fields-
Black, Ph.D., in her recent book COM-
BEE: Harriet Tubman, the Combahee
River Raid, and Black Freedom during the
Civil War. Working in collaboration with
J Henry Fair, renowned environmental
photographer, and guest curator, Vanessa
Thaxton-Ward, Ph.D., Director of the
Hampton University Museum, the exhibi-
tion carefully recreates the full journey of
these brave soldiers and freedom seekers
on that fateful moonlit night.

On June 2, 1863, Harriet Tubman led
the largest and most successful slave
rebellion in the United States when her
group of spies, scouts, and pilots piloted
Colonel James Montgomery, the Second
South Carolina Volunteers (300 Black sol-
diers), and one battery of the Third Rhode
Island Artillery up the lower Combahee.
African Americans working in the rice
fields on seven rice plantations along the
Combahee heard the uninterrupted steam
whistles of the two US Army gunboats
and ran to freedom. 756 enslaved people
liberated themselves in six hours, more
than ten times the number of enslaved
people Tubman rescued on the Under-
ground Railroad.

The morning after the raid, 150 men
who liberated themselves in the Raid

joined the Second South Carolina Volun-
teers and fought for the freedom of others
through the end of the Civil War.

Visitors to the exhibition will explore
this dramatic event through Fair’s dy-
namic contemporary and environmentally
sensitive photographs and video works,
as well as contemporary and historic art
objects, and material culture. The exhi-
bition sheds new light on the history of
Tubman, the environmental challenges
faced by enslaved laborers as they sought
a path to freedom, and the significance of
the Lowcountry’s historic rice fields on
modern-day coastal wetlands.

I remember the first time I met Karen.
Her studio was tucked in just off of King
Street, almost at the intersection of Broad
Street. I walked in the door to drop off
some copies of our newly renamed publica-
tion Carolina Arts. No one was there. In
those cases I usually waited until someone
showed themselves so they didn’t have to
worry that someone walked in and ripped
them off and left. As time passed, I got a
little antsy as I had places to be and miles to
g0o. Soon a door opened and Karen stuck her
head out saying, “Sorry, I was working in
my darkroom.” My first reaction was, “Can
I'see?”. Linda and [ were in the darkroom
business for 16 years before we started an
arts publication and I missed it. The smell
was like being in heaven. By the late 1990s,
darkrooms were a thing of the past. From
that point on I knew we would be kindred
spirits.

When I finally heard about Karen’s pass-
ing it was too late to pay our respects. That’s
kind of normal in the art community - once
a person in the art community dies they
become almost invisible, unless that artist is
a household name, and there are not many
of them. So, this is kind of a second chance
to pay your respects and see Karen’s work
in this exhibition.

This is kind of my way of saying good
bye and hoping Karen is enjoying that big
darkroom in the sky - where you never run
out of ready-made chemicals or photo pa-
per, and no one walks through the door and
turns the lights on.

Nelson’s career as an artist has also
been highly complimented by his work
with his students, beginning in 1974, he
began teaching at Art Center College of
Design and for the past 30 years has been
sharing his knowledge at the Academy of
Art University in San Francisco where he
is the Executive Director of the School of
Fine Art, MFA & BFA, Drawing, Painting,
Printmaking and Sculpture.

Nelson’s technique is multifaceted,
featuring a variety of brushstrokes and an
energetic display of oil colors. He brings
simple scenes from every day to life,
blending soft light in even the smallest
corners between the architecture and fig-
ures he captures in his pieces. When view-
ing his works the common theme seems
to always be a beautiful dance of sharp
expertise and a magnetizing sensitivity.
He creates an open invitation to jump into
the painting, whether you are strolling
alongside the Seine in Paris, gazing at a
church steeple in Charleston or strolling
along a European village in search of a
quaint cafe.

Nelson’s new exhibition revolves
around a feeling of an invitation. There is
a depth that reaches the viewer through
every captured character, perfectly set
table and gentle glow. The exhibition
includes 30 new works of art. There is
a wide range of sizes and scenes but the

underlying theme of being welcomed in
and to participate in his perspective of a
moment in time remains true throughout.

Nelson manipulates light and time to
almost freeze it - and preserve it for the
rest of us who are not able to be with him
while he witnesses it. An air of timeless-
ness is transmuted with brushstrokes of
ochres and cadmium red colors, that are
bold and yet retain the softness that he has
perfected.

When talking to Nelson about his ex-
hibition he said, “This year I wanted to go
back and do something I had never done.
I went through past works and used a few
of my pub scenes from England as a start-
ing point. As the idea evolved, I landed on
the idea I always wanted to do snapshots
of people relaxing while adding in figures
of people meeting up at work or spending
a leisurely afternoon together.” And that’s
exactly what you can expect to experience
with this show, a snapshot on canvas of
place in time. One where the viewer can
melt right into the painting and unwind.

With titles like One More Pint, To the
Bistro and Comfort in the Cafe, you are
sure to feel that you have a seat at the
table. In Nelson’s words “That kind of
feeling you experience in cozy pubs, a set
table and even the exterior of a warmly lit
restaurant. Not so up close and detailed
but more of the feeling you get from being
in those places.”

Ryba speaks about her new work say-
ing, “Growing up in the 1950s exposed
me to many of the themes that appear in
my work. I am drawn to the figurines,
both souvenirs and decorative objects
from the 1950s that I observed on the
shelves and tabletops of my middle-class
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home. As a child they fascinated me. Now
I understand them to be objects that illus-
trate cultural messages about gender roles
and the value of certain types of people.”
“Recently I focused on objects that de-
pict Indians, cowboys and horses, as well
as images of Western romantic sepia land-
scapes - and how they influence American
culture,” adds Ryba. “In her February 22,
2025, Letters from an American, historian
Heather Cox Richardson speaks about that
time in our country and how in reaction
continued above on next column to the right

to the liberal consensus of government
regulation, a social safety net, promotion
of infrastructure, and protection of civil
rights, which were portrayed as ‘social-
ism,” Conservatives reacted and: ‘...took
as their symbol the mythologized version
of the western American cowboy... In the
mid-1950s, Americans tuned in to Gun-
smoke, Rawhide, Bonanza, Wagon Train,
and The Lone Ranger to see hardworking
white men fighting off evil, seemingly
without help from the government.’ This
image of the cowboy was always a myth.
Life was hard, the work paid low wage,
and one third of the cowboys were men of
color.”

“In this new work I emphasize the
cliched relationship between Indians,
cowboys, guns and the violence towards
these and other marginalized people.
Considering our government’s focus on
Manifest Destiny and our recent lurch
toward fascism and dictatorship, this
work seems timely. I use egg tempera and
gold leaf on panel, and the patterns and
motifs of Native American pottery designs
inspire my decorative borders.”

Exhibiting since 2005 works by lo-
cal artists of caliber in a contemporary
mindset, the gallery added the artists

of the Charleston Renaissance in 2011.
Printmaking, following the tradition of
the Charleston Etchers Club and Print
Studio South, sculpture, and assemblages
all grace the 1,800 sq. ft. space. There are
a few exceptions of visiting and second
market artists.

Last year the
reason was that Wragg Square, where the an-
nual crafts fairs were held for years, had been
renovated and wasn’t ready for people to be
there. Is it still not ready? And, is there no
place else where the craft fairs could be held?

The visual arts has always had a stepchild
relationship with the City of Charleston.

For years the City tried to take these shows
away from local artists and turn them into
national shows where they could charge high
entry fees, making profits they don’t seem to
expect from the performing arts sector. It’s

a shame and sad. The visual arts pump more
tax revenue into the City of Charleston than
the performing arts do and they don’t get
funding from the City like the performing
arts do.

Well, artists will still be at Marion Square
with the 2025 Piccolo Spoleto Outdoor Art
Show. From May 23 - June 7, from 10am-5-
pm, daily the City of Charleston will present
some of SC’s best artists in the “46th An-
nual Piccolo Spoleto Outdoor Art Exhibi-
tion”.

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need to understand both his own and man-
kind’s mortality and spirituality.

Dimond will present a talk at 6pm.

Upstate artist Tom Dimond looks back
at his 50-plus-year art career in his upcom-
ing exhibition, Then/Now: A Survey of Work
1975-2025. The pieces in the show will be
offered for purchase with prices ranging
from $150 to $3,600.

The exhibition will include acrylic paint-
ings on canvas, watercolor paper and panel,
silkscreen prints, and mixed media collages.

“These important works triggered the
progression of my studio efforts from geo-
metric hard-edged shaped canvases from
the late 1970s to the present-day mixed me-
dia works that feature atmospheric textured
surfaces that combine a mixture of wa-
tercolor, acrylic monoprints, laser printed
imagery from comic books, various acrylic
mediums and expressive linear elements,”
Dimond says. “My work has been inspired
by artists and movements from as far reach-
ing as the Renaissance artist Paolo Ucello
to contemporaries such as Frank Stella and
Terence LaNoue. My more recent works
have included imagery from comic artists
such as Basil Wolverton, George Herriman,
Max Fleischer and Jack Kirby.”

The exhibit visitors will be able to see
“how an artist has developed a personal
style of creating artwork over a period of
50+ years,” Dimond added, “The develop-
ment and progression of geometric forms on
shaped canvasses through the expression of
similar thematic ideas in various mediums
has been consistently displayed over a
period of five decades.”

Dimond says many times, he is inspired
by “certain color relationships or textures
observed in the natural environment while
hiking in the forests and along the shore-
lines of the lakes of South Carolina or the
marks of man in the environment may
trigger or influence choices made during
the creative process. I feel that my paint-
ings represent a synthesis between certain
aspects of the visual environment and the
intellectual and emotional responses en-
countered in the creative process of painting
itself.”

Newer pieces in the exhibit are from a
series Dimond began about 15 years ago,

“exploring various techniques and materials
that I have been layering together and com-
bining with a mixture of mediums. How
this happens varies somewhat, but I can tell
you that I combine free flowing gestural
marks with watercolor, acrylic monoprints
on Japanese papers, inkjet transfers of
drawings, found objects, comic pages, wa-
tercolor washes, various acrylic mediums
such as gloss medium, crackle paste, block
out medium and gum Arabic. Not unlike

the layering of advertisements and bulletins
on billboards and urban walls, these works
are meant to conceal and reveal images in

a chance arrangement of color and shapes.
The works themselves are metaphors for the
process of memory and experience. As im-
ages are revealed and recognized, memories
are triggered. The memories can vary from
nostalgia to personal experiences.”

For the past five decades, Dimond says,
he has been following “a creative trajectory
that dances between minimal and maxi-
mal, playing a highly controlled geometric
structure against the openness of intuition
and chance.”

He continues: “My approach to painting
is based on a need to establish a communi-
cation between my inner consciousness and
the primary elements of art.”

Dimond retired in 2006 as an emeritus
professor of art from Clemson University.
He began his career at Clemson first as the
director of Lee Gallery and then as profes-
sor of painting. He grew up in Massachu-
setts and received a BFA from the Mas-
sachusetts College of Art and an MFA from
the University of Tennessee, Knoxville. He
taught for a year at Winthrop University and
then moved to New York City to work as art
director for the National Lampoon Maga-
zine. In 1970, he returned to South Carolina
and taught in the Greenville County School
District for two years and in 1973 began his
career at Clemson University.

Dimond has exhibited his work exten-
sively in the Southeast and nationally in
more than 200 competitive, invitational
group and solo shows and has many awards
to his credit. Recently he has had exhibits at
Lander University, the University of South
Carolina Aiken, the Governor’s School for
the Arts in Greenville, the Upstairs Artspace

A reception will be held on May 15,
from 5-8pm, as part of the Spartanburg
ArtWalk. Weber will give an artist’s talk
and a potter’s wheel demonstration from
6 to 7pm.

Spartanburg artist Jim Weber’s tradi-
tional and functional pottery has remained
his mainstay throughout his 53 years as a
potter, but today, his repertoire includes
unique lidded teapots and jars.

Most of the pottery Weber has made
through the years has been “of a functional,
even traditional range of forms,” he says.
“They were the first types of pottery I ever
saw as a young child and eventually became
the sort of pieces I wanted to make when I
got the chance.”

That “chance” came when his parents
offered him a pottery class for his 13th
birthday, and he continued those classes
regularly for the next couple of years.

Work by Jim Weber

At 15, “fortune” struck again, Weber
says, when a fine arts high school opened in
his county-wide school system in Green-
ville, SC. The Greenville County Fine Arts
Center came “just in time” to give a “center-
ing theme to my life,” he says, adding that
he participated in the 50th anniversary
alumni exhibit there in April.

The exhibition at the Artists Collective
“has much of the same type work I’ve done
for years, but for the first time I will feature
several lidded pieces that will have lids that
I’ve designed to ‘twist’ on and off,” Weber
says.

He explains that lids for such things
as urns or jars typically are secured with
a high-temperature wax, “such as a letter

may be sealed with.” A customer, though,
requested a funerary urn with a lid “screw-
on” lid. At first Weber explained he couldn’t
make such an urn.

“I couldn’t quit thinking about it,” he
says, and he began to work on making
one. “That first urn with my ‘twist-lid” was
almost a disaster several times.”

The final product only fit in one position,
but he perfected the technique and now
makes ones that go on and off more easily.

“I had to make tools that helped to make
my work more symmetrical,” Weber says,
noting the “cheap coat hanger wire,” a sheet
of “thin cork” and a “couple of drill bits”
from his tool box as instrumental in the
production of the 150+ twist-lidded pots
he’s made since. “Most of them teapots,” he
adds. “You can practically invert the teapot
and the lid will never fall off and break. It
doesn’t actually screw on. There’s more of
a slight twist as you lift the lid, or settle it
back in place.”

Weber says it is quite simple, and he
was amazed to find from multiple ceramics
professors that they’d never seen the design.
“Lidded vessels go back thousands of years,
and I knew a half dozen ways to help secure
alid to its vessel,” but it appears that no one
before him ever did it the way he does.

Weber’s exhibition will include “as many
teapots and jars as I can get made” along
with “an assortment of my ‘regular’ pots.”

The
awards were judged by NC’s own award
winning plein air painter Jeremy Sams.
Even when working on location, most
of Bowers’ paintings are completed in
less than two hours. Smaller canvases,
and water based acrylic paint call for fast
paced brushwork. Bowers uses his com-
mercial art training to accurately draw
the foundation of the painting, then using
as few brushstrokes and details as pos-
sible, he quickly captures the feeling and
atmosphere of the scene. An accomplished
artist, Bowers takes great satisfaction in
mixing colors on his palette to match what
nature presents in front of him. Prominent
light/shadow patterns, reflections, natural
colors, a good sense of depth and strong
drawing are essential ingredients to his
paintings. While painting in the “impres-

sionist” style, he concentrates on light and
color over detail, painting locations and
objects that are easily recognizable to the
viewer.

Mint Museum Randolph in Charlotte,
NC, Features Works by Jackie Milad

The Mint Museum Randolph in
Charlotte, NC, is presenting Buscando la
sirena (Searching for the siren), featuring
works by Jackie Milad, on view through
Oct. 5,2025.

A Baltimore City-based artist, Milad’s
paintings, collages, and sculptures explore
global migration inspired by her identity
as a first-generation American citizen. She
creates layered two-dimensional works
that are primarily paintings but that also
incorporate collage elements, such as
found and stenciled fabrics, notions, and
pieces of paper.

Though Milad’s father is Egyptian and
her mother is Honduran, there is a shared
relationship to outsiders who excavate
and exploit cultural artifacts, exporting
primarily to Europe and the United States
where it is often presented out of context.
This exploitation fascinates Milad. In her
words, she is “omnivorous” in her inclu-
sion of objects and images from museum
collections and academic papers.

Milad has previously focused on her
father’s Egyptian roots. Her father’s
family came from stability and money,
enabling them to preserve their history
with photographs, keepsakes, and docu-
ments dating back to the 19th century. Her
mother, in Milad’s words, had a “gap in
resources,” yielding very little physical
material for Milad to investigate, making
it difficult for her to explore her Honduran
maternal heritage. Ironically, Tiger Island,
where her mother was born, represents
a unique convergence of cultural styles
and exchanges that mirror Milad’s larger

artistic project.

In Buscando la sirena, Milad explores
her mother’s homeland of Honduras
through created works and selected ob-
jects from the Mint’s permanent collec-
tion that connect to the Gulf of Fonseca
geographically or stylistically.

Located in what was the original
branch of the United States Mint, Mint
Museum Randolph opened in 1936 in
Charlotte’s Eastover neighborhood as
North Carolina’s first art museum.

This selection of
more than a dozen examples of Bearden’s
work, drawn entirely from The Mint
Museum’s rich holdings, highlights some
of the many ways that the artist explored
musical subjects in drawings, prints, and
collages.

Music was a foundational part of
Bearden’s life. His father, Howard, was
a pianist and organist, and other mem-
bers of his extended family had musical
talents as well. A grand piano enlivened
their apartment in Harlem, which was
visited by a variety of musicians who
were close friends of the family, including
Fats Waller and Duke Ellington. One of

Bearden’s memories of visiting rela-

tives in Maryland as a teenager involved

delivering cakes made by a family friend

accompanied by her husband, a blind

folk artist, who strummed a guitar as they
continued above on next column to the right

made their rounds.

Bearden also enjoyed listening to mu-
sic while he worked and likened the pro-
cess of making art to that of playing jazz:
“You do something, then you improvise,”
he would say. In this installation, many
types of musical performances are fea-
tured, ranging from impromptu porch jam
sessions to the immersive world of clubs
and lounges. Sometimes the instruments
and performers are easy to identify; in
others the visual equivalent of the sounds
and experiences they are creating is more
prominent, abstracting the scene.

The seductive power of music is sug-

gested in a scene from “The Odyssey,” Si-
ren’s Song, and there is even an example
of Beaden’s own talent as a composer in
the sheet music and record for the hit he
composed with Larry Douglas and Fred
Norman, “Seabreeze” (1954). Visitors

can even scan a QR code and listen to the
tune!

The Mint Museum Uptown in Char-
lotte, NC, located in the Levine Center for
the Arts, is presenting DaRemen J.: the
longest way home, on view through Sept.

DaRemen J. composes the seen and
unseen in his photographic and filmmak-
ing processes, creating visual matter that
reveals subtleties and depth of character.

era phone, realization struck that image-
making was his sacred strong suit.

Technology advanced and in Novem-
ber 2013, DaRemen acquired his first
camera, a Canon T3i, and what followed
is history. Forging ahead, he co-founded a
motion picture company, dream studios©,
alongside Terry Suave in 2019. Maintain-
ing an ethos of giving back, in all senses,
the collective continues to produce work
worldwide.

Blue Sky Gallery in Columbia,
SC, Celebrates 50 Years of
TUNNELVISION

Works by Blue Sky

In 1975, Blue Sky completed TUN-
NELVISION, a 50-by-75-foot mural
on the north wall of a former bank at
Marion and Taylor streets in Columbia,
SC. The concept came to him in a dream,
inspiring him to depict a realistic tun-
nel leading into a sunset. To execute this
trompe-1’ceil piece, Blue Sky constructed
a one-man mobile scaffold and spent over
a year painting, using about 25 gallons of
exterior acrylic latex enamel and a brush
attached to a six-foot stick. The mural’s
optical illusion of depth has captivated
viewers since its unveiling, even garner-
ing attention from People magazine in
1976. This year, we celebrate its 50th
anniversary!

Warren Edward Johnson, born in 1938,
legally changed his name in 1974 to Blue
Sky. Johnson studied at the Art Student’s
League in New York City, in 1965, and
University of Mexico, Mexico City, in
1961. He received Bachelor’s and Mas-
ter’s degrees from the University of South
Carolina, (1964 & 1970). Johnson studied
under Edmund Yaghjian.

Blue Sky received the “Order of the
Palmetto”, the state’s highest civilian
honor in 2000. The GSA Commissioned
a federal mural in 1978, it won a Design
Award, and the original rendition for the
mural is in the Smithsonian collection.

Blue Sky has received many awards
including: Awards in Visual Arts II - 1983;
National Endowment for the Arts award
grant - 1980; American Watercolor
Society Traveling show - 1970; Springs

Armory Show - Best of Show in 1964
and again in 1971; as well as Best Open
Media in 1973, Piccolo Spoleto Juried
Exhibition, Best of Show in 1988; and a
Federal Highway Administration highway
beautification award.

Artists and contemporaries who Blue
Sky has exhibited with include: Rauschen-
berg, Tooker, Hopper, Witkin, Johns,
Gorky, Homer, Noland, de Kooning,
Benton, Albers, Calder, Oldenburg,
Nevelson, Stella, Noguchi, Chihuly,
Francis, Segal, Cone, Hanson, Komar and
Melamid.

He has exhibited at these institutions
including: National Academy of Design,
National Museum in Sweden, Mint Mu-
seum, Chicago Museum of Contemporary
Art, DeCordova, Gibbes Museum of Art,
SC State Museum, Columbia Museum
of Art, The White House, Mississippi
Museum, McKissick Museum, SC Gover-
nor’s Mansion, Cayce Historical Museum,
GA Tech, McKissick Museum, Columbus
Museum of Art, Virginia Museum of Art,
Pensacola Museum of Art, Asheville Art
Museum, Springs Building in NY, and the
Greenville County Museum of Art.

Black Artists From the CMA Collection

The Columbia Museum of Art in
Columbia, SC, will present Sam Gil-
liam: Printmaker, on view from May 24
through Aug. 31, 2025.

Sam Gilliam (1933 — 2022) was one
of the great innovators in postwar Ameri-
can painting. Early in his career, he made
clean-edged abstractions in line with the
Washington Color School painters. He
gradually loosened up his style, soak-
ing or pouring colors directly onto his
canvases and folding them before they
dried - a technique that creates accordion
lines and a deep sense of texture. Around
1965, Gilliam made his greatest stylistic
innovation: He got rid of the stretcher bars
that traditionally underpin a painting and
draped his canvases from the wall like
sheets from a clothesline.

Gilliam began his printmaking in the
1970s. He would occasionally use tradi-
tional techniques such as screen printing
but would also take his prints back to the
studio to cut them apart and stitch them
back together with a heavy nylon filament,
resulting in a series of highly innovative
and unique works.

In 1972 he became the first Black artist
to represent the United States at the Ven-
ice Biennale and his work is represented
in the collections of the Museum of Mod-
ern Art, New York; the Phillips Collec-
tion, Washington, DC; the Kunstmuseum,
Basel; and many others — including the
Columbia Museum of Art.

This exhibition features 37 of Gilliam’s
finest prints created between 1972 and
2009, from the Michael K. and Marian E.
Butler Collection of Miami, FL. It is or-
ganized by Landau Traveling Exhibitions,
Los Angeles, CA, in association with the
Griots Gallery, Miami, FL.

University of South Carolina in Columbia,
SC, Features Works by Nina Rastgar

The University of South Carolina in Co-
lumbia, SC, is presenting Chicken Factory,
featuring works by Nina Rastgar, on view in

the McMaster Gallery, through May 2, 2025.

Rastgar offered the following statement,
“Materials profoundly shape both my daily
life and artistic practice—not only as tools
for personal expression, but as mediums
carrying social weight. I begin each work by
recording gestures, emotions, and fragments
of lived experience - not out of nostalgia or
reaction, but as a way to process the pres-
ent. My sketches emerge from the tension
between being ethical and expressive—an
inner duality shaped by the environments
I move through. Objects, for me, are never
static. They are dynamic carriers of human
ingenuity —bridges between problem-solv-
ing, cultural identity, and shared memory.”

“Growing up in an ethnic community
in Gilan, northern Iran, under a totalitarian
regime, [ witnessed firsthand how social
norms could suppress individual identity. In
that context, crafting and performing were
not just creative acts; they became ways of
living. They were subversive gestures - acts
of personal knowledge, subcultural expres-
sion, and communal resilience.”

“Rooted in object-based making, my
visual research navigates the intersection
of craft, performance, and pedagogy,” adds
Rastgar. “Over the past three years, my
practice has evolved between two worlds -
the duality of time and space shaped by the
distance between Iran and the United States.
This torn existence reflects the tension
between imposed and reclaimed identities.
Through installations and performative en-
counters, I aim to create spaces not for reso-
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lution but for questioning. Within this visual
language, the body —my body —becomes a
site of inquiry inside a rigid binary structure
that governs how we are expected to move,

appear, and exist.”

Nina Rastgar was raised in northern Iran
among the Gilaki-speaking community
in Gilan’s lush, green province. They are
currently pursuing an MFA in Studio Art at
the University of South Carolina, Columbia,
where they also serve as a Graduate As-
sistant. As a Presidential Fellow, Rastgar’s
research explores the conceptual strength
of art in relation to socio-political climates
and cultural contexts. Drawing from lived
experiences both within and outside Iran,
their work investigates how systems of
power shape perceptions of human value in
the modern world.

Rastgar’s artistic practice has received
both national and international recognition,
with exhibitions across Turkey, France, Italy,
Canada, the United Kingdom, the United
States, and Iran. Their sketchbooks and
creative process are featured in an interview
with the Royal Ontario Museum (ROM),
with a forthcoming publication by Yale
University Press. During their time in the
United States, Nina has received multiple
scholarships from esteemed craft institu-
tions, including the Penland School of Craft,
Center for Metal Arts, Peters Valley School
of Craft, Pocosin Arts School of Fine Craft,
and the John C. Campbell Folk School.

The Bascom in Highlands, NC,
Offers Works by Thomas Schram

The Bascom in Highlands, NC, is pre-
senting Holding Water, featuring works by
Thomas Schram, on view in the Thomp-
son Gallery, through May 10, 2025.

Thomas Schram, The Bascom’s
2024-2025 Winter Resident Artist, is an
Asheville-based artist and educator whose
work delves into the intersections of
technology, consumption, and the natural
world. Through installations that blend
video, sound, and object-making, Schram
creates immersive experiences that prompt
reflection on the hidden costs of modern
life.

His forthcoming installation draws
inspiration from the environmental and
historical scars left by Hurricane Helene
and the logging industry. By incorporat-
ing found objects and repurposed media,
Schram crafts a poignant exploration of
destruction, renewal, and shared histories,
inviting viewers to consider humanity’s
impact on the environment and the poten-
tial for recovery.

Currently a sculpture professor at
Western Carolina University, Schram
holds an MFA from Clemson University
and a BFA from UNC Asheville. His prac-
tice is grounded in a profound understand-
ing of materiality and process, coupled
with a commitment to fostering dialogue
through art.

Schram offered the following artist
statement on the exhibition, “For the past
two years I’ve been conducting research
focusing on production forests in the
Southeast. This project is a continuation
of that work.”

“I’'m particularly interested in actions
taken that alter the landscape as part of
the logging traditions,” adds Schram. “In
the past, splash dams and log flumes were
constructed to make it possible to trans-
port trees from remote regions to more
accessible staging points or destinations.
Splash dams were built to use existing
mountain creeks and streams to float trees
down the mountains. The makeshift dams
would flood the stream giving it enough
capacity for the logs. Large doors built in
the dams would allow the logs and water
to move from one section of the creek
to the next. Flumes were large troughs
elevated above ground coursing down
the mountain side, built to create a type
of man-made stream the logs would rush
down.”

“In the aftermath of Hurricane Helene,
I began looking for a way to process
the incredible sadness that I felt for my

friends, neighbors and the region at large.
I found the intersection of trees, water,
and human construction/ industry to be a
shared set of foundation elements for both
the events of the storm and these histori-
cal practices of altering waterways. The
resulting work is an installation that acts
as a log flume in the shape of the French
Broad River, which is a conveyor of a
video projection.”

“For this project I am building a flume
structure out of found materials — debris
essentially, elements that were directly
related to or impacted by the storm. These
include a metal shed in our yard that was
crushed when two pine trees fell on it,
branches from these downed pine trees,
fiber optic cable torn down, an old dresser
that became waterlogged. Besides the
material touched by the storm itself, the
piece integrates artifacts of the post storm
conditions, mainly the potable water
boxes the city of Asheville gave out while
potable water was unavailable. I began the
project by building a cardboard model of
the flume out of these boxes, which will
also be on display in the gallery,” says
Schram.

“I saw this project as an opportunity
to reflect on the events of last fall, and
my experiences of them, but to also see
the storm as a link in a chain. This region
has a long relationship with the land, its
waterways and its trees. Through log-
ging and the birth of forestry, past floods,
and past storms, we have had a powerful
and dynamic relationship with the land
and its resources. There is toughness and
resilience on all sides. I hope the exhibi-
tion feels somber and quiet, bringing some
space for reflection on our history and
present.”

“The title makes reference to both the
physical nature of elements like dams,
flumes, and rivers controlling the flow
of waterways as well as the notion of
whether or not an idea is sound,” adds
Schram.

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Penland School of Craft in
Penland, NC, Features Works by
Puerto Rican Artists

This year’s first exhibition at the
Penland Gallery presents work by four
Puerto Rican artists working in a variety
of media. The exhibition was curated by
Mitchell County resident Cristina Cérdo-
va, whose work is included. The exhibi-
tion will be on view through June 7, 2025.

The show is titled El Puente, which
means “the bridge.” This title refers to a
metaphorical bridge between Puerto Rico
and the US mainland and the idea that
artists form part of that bridge through
what Cérdova calls “a continuous loop of
communal encounters and mutual influ-
ence.” Cérdova’s work is joined by the
work of ceramic sculptor Jaime Sudrez
and mixed media sculptors Ada del Pilar
Ortiz and Luis Gabriel Sanabria. These
artists all make work rooted in Puerto
Rico but touched by their experiences on
the mainland

Jaime Sudrez’s work in this exhibition
is a group of pieces from a series called
Lost Cities. These are heavily textured
ceramic panels that are reminiscent of
archeological digs seen from above. Ada
del Pilar Ortiz has created several pieces
by casting - in various materials - archi-
tectural elements from abandoned homes
in Puerto Rico. These, she says, mirror the
experience of many Puerto Ricans whose
communities have been displaced by
forces beyond their control.

Luis Gabriel Sanabria is represented by
three large figures based on Puerto Rican
carnival characters. In this installation
they have been reimagined as warriors,
and they have been costumed using shells
and Caribbean craft materials, including
handmade rope, pit-fired ceramics, and
traditional textiles. Cristina Cérdova is
showing several large, low-relief wall
sculptures that include human forms and
environmental elements. Cérdova says
these pieces explore reams of human ex-
perience “where mind seeks myth.”

Also at the Penland Gallery is a small
show of work by Japanese-American pot-
ters Hitomi Shibata and Takuro Shibata.
These artists make functional pottery and
sculptural vessels using clay and glaze
materials harvested near their home in
Seagrove, NC. All of their work is fired in
a wood-burning kiln.

The Penland Gallery includes a sales

gallery with work in many media by art-
ists associated with Penland School of
Craft and a room dedicated to the school’s
history and programs. It’s the first build-
ing on your right as you enter the Pen-
land School campus, which is located on
Conley Ridge Road just off Penland Road
in Mitchell County, NC.

NC Arts Council Offers Portraits in
Resilience Featuring Anna Bryant

This article was written by Andie Free-
man, from the April 2025 NC Art Matters.
In an effort to participate in the North
Carolina Arts Council’s strategic planning
goal #3: Promote the Arts through Partner-
ships and Marketing, we are including this
article.

Portraits in Resilience: Anna Bryant

Last fall, Hurricane Helene brought
devastation to western North Carolina,
threatening the state’s culture and econ-
omy. Artists affected by the damage are
reflecting on their experiences and find-
ing ways to support one another and the
community at large as they find their way
forward. Art Matters is shining a light on
some of these artists. Meet Anna Bryant,
the subject of our first profile in a series
we’ve titled “Portraits in Resilience.”

Anna states that she is a “printmaker
and muralist with a practice deeply rooted
in telling a story about community, heal-
ing, and the ties that bind us. I use the
symbolic beauty and movement of the hu-
man form as a recurring motif to explore
connection, resilience, and the interwoven
nature of individual and collective experi-
ences.” Her work simplifies the human
form, capturing the essence of an experi-
ence and tapping into emotional connec-
tions to draw the viewer into the scene.
“These themes have always been central
to my work, but after everything that’s
happened in the past year, they feel more
relevant than ever,” Anna says. “Whether
through large-scale public murals that be-
come part of a community’s shared space
or more intimate pieces in my personal
portfolio, I want my work to serve as a re-
minder of our collective strength and how
art has the power to connect us.”

Before Helene, Anna was an active
organizer and member of a thriving print-
making community at Asheville Print Stu-
dio + Gallery. The studio was in the River
Arts District, and it was destroyed. The
building, which provided space for artists,
was not the only loss. All the equipment
and materials and the work of more than
40 artists were also swept away. The loss
changed everything for Anna. Her creative
practice was uprooted, and the collabora-
tive community that had been at the heart
of the studio was dismantled.

Western North Carolina’s creative
community is strong, and Anna has found
support through a local artist cohort
focused on recovery and rebuilding. “I’'m
excited to see what new connections and
opportunities will arise from that experi-
ence,” Anna said. “Amid all this loss, I’ve
also experienced an incredible outpour-
ing of support from fellow artists, my
community, and organizations that truly
understand how vital the arts are to this re-
gion. We are so fortunate to live in a place
where creativity is valued and nurtured,
and that support has kept me motivated to
keep pushing forward.”

Over the past six months, she has chan-
neled her energy into creating, despite the
loss of a dedicated studio. She has done
this by focusing on murals, which allow
her to create without a studio, and on find-
ing a new space for the future. Her recent
murals can be viewed at the Asheville
Tanger Outlets and at the French Broad
River Academy. She has more mural proj-
ects scheduled for later this year.

Artists find a way, and Anna is no
exception. She is working with her busi-
ness partner, Denise Markbreit, to open
a new studio, Print House, in downtown
Asheville. This space will do more than
offer Anna and Denise a new place to cre-
ate. It will serve also as a hub for creative
collaboration and as an educational center,
where local, regional, and national artists
will offer classes and workshops. Print
House will have a public grand opening
on May 17. For the month of April, Anna
is in residence at Vermont Studio Center,
allowing her the time and space to create
new work and reflect on the events of the
past year.

When asked how the effects of the
storm will shape her work, Anna ex-
plained, “Everything I create now carries
a deeper sense of purpose. I have a deeper
understanding of the power that art has to
shape and strengthen communities. I’ve
witnessed firsthand the tenacity of our
region, and my journey of rebuilding is
just one of many. It’s truly inspiring to see
resilience all around me.”

She continued, “In western North Car-
olina and the broader Appalachian region,
craft traditions are deeply woven into the
fabric of daily life, and I'm committed to
celebrating and contributing to that rich
artistic heritage. I hope my work serves
as an ongoing reminder of our resilience,
long after the storm. It’s an honor to play
a small role in strengthening connections

and bringing art and beauty back into our
community — whether through public art
that becomes part of the landscape or the
personal work I contribute to a larger col-
lective story.”

The American Folk Art in Asheville,
NC, will present its /3th Annual Face Jug
Show, on view from May 7 - 28, 2025.

A reception will be held on May 9, from
5-8pm.

It’s the most wonderful time of the
year! Join us as we dedicate the month
of May to the weirdly wonderful face jug
tradition. Not for the faint of heart, these
culturally iconic vessels are often strange,
sometimes spooky, and always full of
personality. Now in its thirteenth year,
our Annual Face Jug Show introduces a
storied pottery tradition to a new audience
each year, while also reconnecting our
most loyal collectors.

The face jug began to appear in these
parts in the very early 1800s. In those
days, self-sufficiency ruled and handmade,
locally-crafted clayware was common.
Our regional soils contain all the elements
needed to make hardy clay and our forests
plenty of wood for the fueling of kilns.
Over the years, popularity of these face
vessels has waxed and waned, but the
tradition has managed to survive and even
thrive. Today, face jugs are an eagerly
sought after & widely collected part of

our mountain heritage. Wood-fired kilns
remain the popular favorite, but there

are some who experiment with gas- or
electric-fired kilns, either for convenience,
curiosity, or to achieve bright colors.

At the heart of our Annual Face Jug
Show are traditional creators like legacy
potter Wayne Hewell, a 5th generation
farmer and face jug maker in the moun-
tains of Georgia. Furtive sideways glanc-
es, cigars smoked all the way down to the
end, corn-cob stoppers from his own farm,
and twisting, pointed ears are the defining
characteristics of Wayne’s work and lend
a humor to his face jugs that is absolutely
charming.

But what would a show celebrating the
Face Jug be without variety? One of the
greats in that department is local Asheville
potter Mike Ball, who combines sacred
geometric patterning with a unique and
wonderful madness that is all his own.
Mike’s creativity and sculptural abilities
lead to some incredibly striking pieces,
and compelled him to pioneer his infa-
mous and much-collected eyeball jugs.

The 14 potters will be featured in the

Pink Dog Creative in Asheville, NC,
will present Tea in the Tempest, an exhibi-
tion which explores Hurricane Helene’s
aftermath through collaborative art, on
view at the Pink Dog Creative Gallery,
from May 9 through June 8, 2025 A recep-

This is a powerful collaborative
exhibition by mixed media artist Heather
Divoky and textile artist Emelie Weber
Wade..

In the wake of Hurricane Helene’s
devastating impact on Western North
Carolina, Divoky and Wade have come to-
gether to process their shared experiences
through art. This exhibition builds on the
pre-storm exhibit concept, “Tea Time for
Two,” which celebrates friendship and
collaboration between studio mates. Tea
in the Tempest emerges as the post-storm
continuation, reflecting on destruction and
loss, while also celebrating the resilience
and rebuilding that followed.

“We wanted to stay true to the show
we had originally envisioned, but also
process the powerful emotions the hurri-
cane stirred in us,” says Divoky. “The col-
laborative pieces especially speak to how
Emelie and I use our art to channel those
raw, transformative feelings. Together,
we’ve woven a narrative of resilience and
renewal that we can’t wait to share with
you.”

Divoky’s contributions include twelve
new signature paper head crowns, each
meticulously crafted with marker, ink,
and wire. Alongside these, she presents
several new hand-drawn works that ex-
plore the intricate emotions of the storm’s
aftermath, as well as an elaborate mobile
installation that brings movement and life
to the exhibit. These pieces capture the
delicate balance between fragility and re-
silience, inviting viewers to experience the
emotional journey of recovery through art.

Wade’s work in Tea in the Tempest
delves into the emotional aftermath of
Hurricane Helene, using handwoven
pattern inlay wall art and non-traditional
quilts to explore dreams, memories, and
the shifting concept of home after tragedy.
Inspired by vivid dreams following the
storm, Wade’s woven inlay pieces com-
bine figurative imagery with traditional
Appalachian weaving patterns to represent
the complex layers of grief, healing, and
renewal. The quilted works, often incor-
porating personal symbols of home and
resilience, reflect the delicate process of
rebuilding, both personally and within a
community. Through this combination of
weaving and quilting as mediums, Wade’s
art invites reflection on how the passage
of time reshapes our understanding of loss
and the place we call home.

The centerpiece of the exhibition fea-
tures three collaborative installations that
speak to different aspects of the hurricane
experience: a woven paper/fiber blanket, a
life-sized tree representing the moment of
change, and an interactive house installa-
tion that embodies the spirit of rebuilding
and community resilience in the after-
math.

Tea in the Tempest invites visitors
to witness how creative expression can
transform trauma into shared healing. The
title references finding moments of calm
and contemplation amidst overwhelming
circumstances.

She later moved to Winston-Salem where
she earned a Master’s degree from Salem
College. She worked for twenty years as a
teacher while she and her husband raised
two sons. She currently exhibits at Art-
works Gallery in Winston-Salem, NC.

Steve Mizel’s art is a reflection of the
varied paths along which his life has taken.
Although his professional career was in
biomedical research and education, he
always carved out significant time for
artistic endeavors that span from art-making
to creating a modern dance on the immune
system.

Mizel’s artworks touch on themes of
time, memory, and emotion, striving to
make sure that each work has two funda-
mental characteristics: spirit and movement.

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with the work.

When working on a painting, Mizel
enjoys the process of moving paint across
the canvas or paper, pushing it forward,
drawing it back, selectively removing it,
mixing it such that each color embraces its
neighboring colors. If things go well, colors
appear to float above foundational forms.

At the end, hopefully, the work is alive. Ev-
erything is in motion. Everything becomes
possible.

The University of North Carolina in
Greensboro, NC, will present RugLife, an
exhibition featuring the work of contem-
porary artists, on view at Weatherspoon

This summer, the Weatherspoon is
excited to present RugLife, an exhibition
featuring the work of contemporary artists
who use rugs as an inventive medium to
address a range of cultural topics, from
housing and the environment to technol-
ogy and global politics.

These artists explore the complexity
of our contemporary world through an
ancient form, mixing traditional patterns
and motifs with popular imagery rang-
ing from Superman to basketball courts.

Red Springs Artspace in Red Springs,
NC, will present Magic Dixie: The Art of
Henryk Fantazos, on view from May 11
through June 11, 2025. A reception will be
held on May 11, from 2-4pm.

This solo art exhibition of Henryk
Fantazos will feature 48 paintings and 35
intaglios. When Henryk Fantazos im-
migrated to America in the late 1970s,
he had already earned a master’s degree
from the Fine Arts Academy of Krakow in
his native Poland. He wound up in North
Carolina, which has been equally benefi-
cial for him and us. The recurring themes
of his paintings, as he puts it, are “wander-
ing, social grotesque, commedia dell-arte
and circus, and love of the South.”

The theme of wandering, as he tells
us, flows from his experience as an im-
migrant, experience that was precipitated
by the Soviet invasion of his native land.
His love of the South, where he has lived
for the last forty-three years, is evident
in paintings from his “Face of the South”
cycle. He characterizes the American
South as “a fragrant land of overabundant
nature.”

Many of his paintings have their origin
in unbidden visions not unlike those that
came to William Blake. But the vision is
only the beginning. It must eventually be
“clad in appearances.” The details of his
works, he reports, “finally coalesce and
unite into a continuum, a new being.” In
contrast to Blake, who attempted to pen-

etrate the metaphysical reality beyond ap-
pearances, Fantazos wants to “stay where
appearances are” because, as he puts it,
“They promise a much jollier party.” Ap-
pearances, he says, “spread themselves
lavishly and boldly, beckoning for closer
scrutiny. And the show is breathtaking.”
While his attention to detail is in-
spired in part by the paintings of Jan van
Eyck, Fantazos’ works are sometimes
taken as surrealistic, which he regards
as a mistake. As he puts it, “Whoever
does not know surrealism calls my art
surrealistic.” Whereas surrealist painters
celebrate absurdity, Fantazos has “no use
for the absurd.” His objective is to build
a “poetical sense within the window of

each painting.” The details impart to his
work a sense of rediscovery. In his words,
“The process of creating a piece of art is
in isolating one object after another and
asking: ‘Is this object rediscovered as a
living, expressive being?’”

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States. She asked all of the students the
same three questions: Who do you live
with? What do you wish for? What do you
worry about? The exhibit will be on view
in The Arts Center gallery, through May
28,2025.

The students’ stories capture the gamut
of societal issues that we face today:
violence, immigration, the demise of the
nuclear family, global hunger, and the
impact of the media and popular culture.
The combination of frontal and reverse
portraits allowed for the development of
both personal and universal stories, and
derived from the subject care-taker’s reac-
tions to photography in each country. In
the US, photographing from the front can
be problematic because of privacy issues.
In China, it is considered disrespectful
to photograph from the back. In India,
parents and teachers made no objections
to either frontal or back portraits. In all
of the portraits across the spectrum of
countries, the children are presented as
individuals; however, their stories speak
to greater pervasive truths and problems
within our society.

“A notable commonality across all
schools is that every group of fourth-
graders has very little contact with or
knowledge of people from cultural or
socioeconomic backgrounds different than
their own. Nine-year-old children are on
the cusp of adolescence. They are able to
think critically and consider relationships
to be very important. They are socially
conscious, interested in helping others,
and openly curious about the world. It
is also a moment in children’s develop-
ment when worldviews start to become
entrenched and paths for the future start
to become more set. The project allows
students to learn about others’ lives in
a uniquely personal way and to use the
project as a catalyst for their own explora-
tions.” Judy Gelles said.

“The Fourth Grade Project is an ex-
hibit that challenges us to empathize with
the views of individuals with backgrounds
different from ours,” expressed Bob
Pinson, President and CEO of the Arts
Council. “Judy Gelles’ decision to ask

these questions to fourth-grade students
offers a wide range of responses that will
connect with viewers.”

The Fourth Grade Project connects
viewers locally and globally, bridging
cultural differences by fostering a strong,
tolerant, and global student community.
The project helps to decrease isolation
and prejudice while asserting that every
person’s story matters. The exhibition is
accompanied by interactive resources for
museum educators and teachers, with les-
son plans and programming ideas focus-
ing on global understanding and tolerance.

The North Carolina Museum of Art in
Raleigh, NC, is presenting Grace Harti-
gan: The Gift of Attention, on view in the
East Building, Level B, Joyce W. Pope
Gallery, through Aug. 10, 2025.

This is the largest exhibition of Harti-
gan’s work in over two decades, bringing
together more than 40 paintings and works
on paper, many of which have not been
seen publicly in years.

Drawn from prestigious public
and private collections - including the
Museum of Modern Art, the Whitney
Museum of American Art, and the Levett
Collection - the exhibition explores the
dynamic exchange between Hartigan’s
groundbreaking mid-20th-century work
and the bold New York poets who inspired
her, such as Daisy Aldan, Barbara Guest,
James Merrill, Frank O’Hara, and James
Schuyler. Uniting works created between
1952 and 1968, it offers a unique oppor-
tunity to experience Hartigan’s evolution
during a pivotal moment in her career,
when she deftly navigated between ab-
straction and figuration.

Exhibition curator Jared Ledesma,
curator of 20th-century art and contem-
porary art, states, “This exhibition not
only celebrates one of the era’s major yet
widely unacknowledged artists but also
honors the unique connections she formed
with literary figures, revealing the roles
they played in her early success.”

With their bold lyricism and critical
support, the poets motivated Hartigan at a
crucial point when her career was on the
rise. Hartigan later recalled that the rebel-
lious spirit of these poets, many of whom
were queer, fueled an independent vision
that defied artistic convention. Hartigan
and her coterie of poets gave each other
the gift of attention, ultimately leading her
to create a transformative body of work.

The exhibition will be accompanied
by a 128-page catalogue featuring fresh
scholarship alongside full-color illustra-
tions and archival images. Following its
debut in Raleigh, the exhibition will travel
to the Portland Museum of Art, Maine,
and the Sheldon Museum of Art, Univer-
sity of Nebraska, Lincoln.

is the madness to the method; my love
for method is the routine to the madness
found in the art I create.”

Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in
Hillsborough, NC, will present Elemental
Form, featuring works by Nell Chandler,
Ellie Reinhold, and Evelyn Ward, on view
from May 27 through June 22,2025. A
reception will be held on May 30, from
6-9pm, Hillsborough’s Last Friday Art
Walk. An Artist Talk will be offered on
June 14, at 4pm.

Our featured artists chose the title for
their show. Those words connect with
their work in some way, be it the lines,
shapes, or textures in Ward’s pottery, the
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designs Chandler etches into the metals of
her jewelry, or a visual inspiration from
nature for Reinhold.

Reinhold’s approach to painting is
very loose and organic. The spark might
be something very small and elemental, a
particular color combination, a feeling of
distance, more contrast, perhaps a goal.
Beyond that, she often doesn’t know
where she’s going when she begins. She
seeks through painting. It takes a leap of
faith. If a painting really develops from

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the act itself — application of color and line
— then with each blank canvas, she starts
from nowhere with nothing. As she says,
“beginnings can be daunting.”

With each new canvas Reinhold tries
to soften the potentially crippling impact
of starting nowhere with nothing by first
adding random color, then random marks.
If the paintings are for a particular exhibit,
the title of it - usually chosen long before
the work begins - can also be a guiding
force. As she dukes it out in paint, words
or phrases often come to mind. She collects
them, and as the bits fall into place on
canvas, they help the build to clarity. In
the end, she tends to find her title in these
words.

For Reinhold the process is one of
clarifying. Canvases begin chaotically,
unformed, and she seeks the final image
through the practice of painting. This
spring the chaos in the world has followed
her to the studio and the clarifying is not
coming easily to her. She can’t say a lot
about what will actually be in this exhibit,
but it might be...very chaotic!

Nell Chandler, on the other hand, was
originally a painter as well as a printmaker.
Then she began creating jewelry. She was
introduced to metal fabrication through a
gift certificate from a friend for a begin-
ning class in jewelry. Chandler fell in love
with metal during her very first class. She
apprenticed with three established jewelers
in Chapel Hill, NC, for a couple of years
before going out on her own.

Eventually Chandler integrated her
painting, her printmaking and her jewelry
fabrication into the work she creates today.
Over the years she has been exploring and
learning many new and different tech-
niques. She tends to try something new and
moves on only to reach back and combine
the different components into a brand-new
line. On her more abstract pieces she might
incorporate pearlescent ink, acrylic paint,
watercolor, enamels, etchings, or India ink.

Many times, pieces will be embellished
with semi-precious stones and freshwater
pearls. Chandler also has a line of narrative

work where she tries to tell a story that is
filled with meaningful recurring figures and
symbols. Often the owner and wearer of a
piece of her jewelry will share with her a
story of their own. Those are truly special
moments for her and affirm her choice of
medium to share her art with the world.

Like Chandler, Evelyn Ward likes to
also imbue her work with a story. This
past winter she spent some time working
through some new ideas and experimenting
with a new palette but returned to familiar
forms. Ward’s been playing with intersect-
ing and overlapping colors, dissecting the
forms, thinking along the lines of land-
scape and the built environment.

Ward’s been looking at photos of old
abandoned factories for inspiration because
she’s so drawn to these hauntingly beauti-
ful spaces. She loves what the passage of
time and effects of weather do to surfaces.
She’s using a printing technique called
mono-print transferring to decorate the
surfaces. She paints slip onto cut pieces of
paper and then transfers them onto the pot
making a design.

Ward loves the imperfections that this
process leaves on the surface of the pot
with the underlying dark clay body show-
ing through, as well as the clean lines she
can get from the process. She started out as
a printmaker and has always gravitated to
the qualities of hand printed images.

The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts is
owned and operated by 20 local artists and
represents these established artists exhibit-
ing contemporary fine art and fine craft.

May 23 - Oct. 5 - "Picturing Free-
dom: Harriet Tubman and the Combahee River
Raid". This exhibition is inspired by the untold
story of the Combahee River Raid from the
perspective of Harriet Tubman and the enslaved
people she helped to free that is revealed for

the first time through groundbreaking research

by Carnegie Mellon University historian, Edda
Fields-Black, Ph.D., in her recent book "COM-
BEE: Harriet Tubman, the Combahee River Raid,
and Black Freedom during the Civil War". Work-
ing in collaboration with J Henry Fair, renowned
environmental photographer, and guest curator,
Vanessa Thaxton-Ward, Ph.D., Director of the
Hampton University Museum, the exhibition care-
fully recreates the full journey of these brave sol-
diers and freedom seekers on that fateful moonlit
night. On June 2, 1863, Harriet Tubman led the
largest and most successful slave rebellion in the
United States when her group of spies, scouts,
and pilots piloted Colonel James Montgomery,
the Second South Carolina Volunteers (300 Black
soldiers), and one battery of the Third Rhode
Island Artillery up the lower Combahee. African
Americans working in the rice fields on seven rice
plantations along the Combahee heard the unin-
terrupted steam whistles of the two US Army gun-
boats and ran to freedom. 756 enslaved people
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liberated themselves in six hours, more than ten
times the number of enslaved people Tubman
rescued on the Underground Railroad. The
morning after the raid, 150 men who liberated
themselves in the Raid joined the Second South
Carolina Volunteers and fought for the freedom of
others through the end of the Civil War. Galler-
ies 4, and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and
19th Century American Paintings and Sculpture".
American paintings, from colonial portraits to
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes
Main Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social,
and military figures include works by Jeremiah
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert
Stuart, Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse.
The gallery also features landscape and genre
scenes by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot,
Eastman Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and
William Aiken Walker. The paintings collection

is complemented by examples of neoclassical
sculpture on view in the Campbell Rotunda, and
decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition -
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious
portrait miniature collections in the United States.
Containing more than six hundred objects, the
collection spans nearly two hundred years and
represents the work of over a hundred artists.
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances

of loved ones in the age before photography.
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and
in viewable storage drawers featured miniatures
include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus,
Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre
Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George Engle-
heart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent
Exhibition - "20th Century American Regional-
ism and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn
of the twentieth century, American artists looked
to their European counterparts and beyond as
they developed identifiably American artistic
movements. Two particularly strong influences
during this time period were French Impression-
ism and Japanese woodblock prints. Another
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.

and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
art in America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole, the
diversity of modern and contemporary art reflects

(1933 — 2022) was one of the great innovators in
postwar American painting. Early in his career, he
made clean-edged abstractions in line with the
Washington Color School painters. He gradually
loosened up his style, soaking or pouring colors
directly onto his canvases and folding them
before they dried — a technique that creates
accordion lines and a deep sense of texture.
Around 1965, Gilliam made his greatest stylistic
innovation: He got rid of the stretcher bars that
traditionally underpin a painting and draped

his canvases from the wall like sheets from a
clothesline. Gilliam began his printmaking in the
1970s. He would occasionally use traditional
techniques such as screen printing but would
also take his prints back to the studio to cut them
apart and stitch them back together with a heavy
nylon filament, resulting in a series of highly
innovative and unique works. Galleries 5 & 6,
Ongoing - "Modern & Contemporary Art from
the Collection". Celebrating some of the CMA’s
greatest hits, this exhibition features over 30
paintings, drawings, photographs and sculptures
from the Museum'’s collection that have not been
on view recently.

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from high school in Sumter, SC. McCallum, a
Sumter native, graduated in 1932 from Sumter
High School, after which she enrolled at the
University of South Carolina, and later studied
at the Boston Museum School of Art. In addi-
tion to sustaining her career as a painter and
printmaker, McCallum pioneered art education
in the South, teaching at the Gibbes Art Gallery,
Telfair Academy in Savannah, Newberry Col-
lege, and the College of Charleston. In 1960,
she became the first professional Curator of Art
Education at the Gibbes. Johns graduated as
the valedictorian of his 1947 class at Edmunds
High School, which was known as Sumter High
School until the 1939-1940 school year. After
attending the University of South Carolina, he
relocated to New York City, where he gained
prominence in the mid-1950s for his paintings
of American flags, targets, alphabets, and
numerals (“things the mind already knows,” as
Johns famously said). He is considered one of
the most influential painters of the Post-World
War era and America’s preeminent living artist.
McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After
studying architecture and biology at Clemson
University, he joined his knowledge of the
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver,
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique
sculptures that fool the eye and defy grav-

ity. His works are found in major public and
private collections, most notably at Brookgreen
Gardens and the Greenville County Museum
of Art. Ongoing - Watermedia in the Age of
Wyeth. When he was only 20, Andrew Wyeth
(1917 — 2009) enjoyed a sold-out exhibition

of his watercolors at New York City’s Macbeth
Gallery in 1937. The young artist was heralded
for revitalizing the medium, and his career was
launched. Over the next 72 years, as his meth-
ods evolved from broad abstracted washes of
color to the intricate hatching of his signature
drybrush technique, Wyeth firmly established
his mastery of modern watermedia, which may
include watercolor, gouache, tempera, acrylic,
or ink (and combinations thereof). Selected
from the GCMA permanent collection, this exhi-
bition offers the opportunity to witness Andrew
Wyeth'’s artistic evolution over time and invites
comparison with other accomplished waterme-
dia luminaries who worked during Wyeth'’s life.

Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including
Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

In the series
Black Mirror/Espejo Negro (2007, ongoing),
Pedro Lasch employs the mirror as an emblem
that interrogates the tension between presence
and absence, colonial histories, and the politics of
visibility.

By examining
these varied approaches, The Shape of Color
invites us to consider the ways in which color
influences our perception, emotions, and the
visual world around us.

In this exhibition, the artists of the graduating
Master of Fine Arts in studio art class of 2025 ex-
amine the ways in which something can be miss-
ing, through erasure, force, trickery, chance, or
misfortune; nevertheless, a legacy, aura, or pres-
ence can still be felt. Rebecca Pempek depicts
fantastical images of the body in an effort to make
sense of pain. John Felix Arnold reimagines
landscapes of the American South to consider
the ways they hold onto legacies of labor and vio-
lence. Dominique Mufioz’s installation uses per-
sonal family archives to simultaneously conjure
and erase the presence of loved and lost ones.
Carson Whitmore builds on utilitarian objects that
are rendered useless, lead to nowhere, and are
missing parts. Together, all four artists address
loss, whether personal or environmental, and
how we cope with its lingering effects. “Phantom
Limb: Selected Works by the MFA Class of 2025”
was curated by Julianne Miao, curatorial associ-
ate at the Nasher Museum of Art at Duke Univer-
sity. Through May 11 - "Triple Take: Dialogues
with the Terra Collection-in-Residence". The
Ackland is fortunate to have American paintings
on long-term loan from the Terra Foundation for
American Art. These paintings are the centerpiec-
es of the three sections of "Triple Take: Dialogues
with the Terra Collection-in-Residence". Each
section of about twenty objects has different cura-
tors, who have gathered works from the Ackland
that connect in often unexpected ways with the
Terra Foundation loans. This three-part exhibition
begins with Lyonel Feininger’s Denstedt (1917),
a powerful and expressionistic view of a German
village. This painting serves as the starting point
for an exploration of the artist’s achievements
across his career, curated by Peter Nisbet. Dana
Cowen explores themes of looking, the mirror,
and privacy through Archibald Motley’s Between
Acts (1935). Ammi Phillips’s Girl in a Red Dress
(c. 1835) and Robert Henri’s Sylvester (1914)
anchor a selection of representations of children
chosen by Lauren Turner and Carolyn Allmend-
inger. This final part of the exhibition explores
how knowing or not knowing the names and bio-
graphical details of the people depicted can affect
our experience of the artworks. Through July

13 - "Processing Systems: Bonding by Sherrill
Roland". In the exhibition, monumental square
grids of multi-colored numbers dominate the exhi-
bition space like giant sudoku puzzles. To create
them, artist Sherrill Roland reclaims United
States Federal and State Correctional Identifica-
tion Numbers and repurposes them through what
he considers to be a systematized portraiture
making technique. The grids on view act as logic
exercises that scramble and rework the former
correctional IDs of the artist and his father. The
resulting wall drawings create theoretical portraits
of the two subjects. The shared system em-
ployed to create the two works emphasizes the
various bonds shared by these family members
at the same time that the formal qualities of the
drawings evoke lone figures bound by cells.
Permanent Collection Galleries, Through Dec.
31, 2025 - At any one time, there are about 250
works of art from the Ackland’s distinguished
permanent collection on view. The displays cover
many eras and cultures, including most of the
Museum’s collection areas: the Ancient Mediter-
ranean, Africa, Asia, the Americas, and Europe.

- “Virginia Jaramillo: Principle of Equivalence,”
is the first retrospective devoted to the Mexican
American artist’s work. The exhibition traces
Jaramillo’s (b. 1939) practice from the mid-
1960s to the present, featuring examples of her
early work, paintings from her breakthrough
Curvilinear series, her handmade paper works,
and a selection of recent paintings, which
together reveal her enduring engagement with
and significant contributions to abstraction.
Drawing on her ongoing study of subjects as
wide-ranging as physics, the cosmos, archaeol-
ogy, mythology, and modernist design philoso-
phies, Jaramillo’s work examines the relation-
ship between the earthly and the metaphysical
and explores the potential for abstraction to
offer alternate ways of understanding our world.
Virginia Jaramillo: Principle of Equivalence is
organized by the Kemper Museum of Contem-
porary Art, Kansas City, Missouri, and curated
by Erin Dziedzic, former Director of Curatorial
Affairs. The Bechtler’s presentation is orga-
nized by Bechtler Curator Katia Zavistovski.
Plaza Gallery Through June 30 - “Nothing
More Shocking than Joy: Niki de Saint Phalle
from the Collection”. Niki de Saint Phalle
(1930-2002) was a visionary French-American
artist whose work defies easy categoriza-

tion. She began her career in the late 1950s,
and over the following forty years became
widely acclaimed for her vibrant and playfully
subversive art practice. In 1964, she began her
series of “Nanas” (French slang for “girls”)—
life-size sculptures that celebrate the female
form and embody Saint Phalle’s assertion that
“there is nothing more shocking than joy.” As in
Vive moi (Long Live Me) (1968) in the Bechtler
Museum’s permanent collection, the Nanas are
brightly colored and patterned sculptures of
voluptuous, exuberant women that represent
female empowerment. In the late 1960s and
early 1970s, Saint Phalle’s work began increas-
ing in scale, resulting in towering monumental
sculptures such as Le grand oiseau de feu

sur I'arche (The Large Firebird on the Arch)
(1991). Standing over 17 feet tall and adorned
with thousands of mirrored tiles, the work is
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inspired by the Slavic fairytale of the magical
firebird, which symbolizes beauty, resilience,
and liberation. With its joyfully outspread wings,
Saint Phalle’s The Firebird has welcomed visi-
tors to the Bechtler since the museum opened
in 2010, and its dazzling presence has become
a beloved Charlotte landmark. This installa-
tion showcases works by Saint Phalle from the
Bechtler’s permanent collection in honor of the
museum’s 15th anniversary. Second Floor
Gallery, Ongoing - “Departures and Arrivals:
Art and Transnational Exchange”. Through-

out the twentieth century, artists across the
globe responded to industrialization and rapid
technological growth by rejecting traditional
modes of artmaking and developing radically
innovative ways to portray the shifting realities
of the modern world. Many artists confronted
the complexities of their time by embracing
abstraction, experimentation, and increas-
ingly expansive possibilities for cross-cultural
exchange. The flow of people and ideas across
geographical borders was integral in shaping
modernism, resulting in dynamic networks of
influence that transcended national boundar-
ies and prompted new forms of visual expres-
sion. Many artists took advantage of more
readily available opportunities to travel, often
becoming active members of international art
movements and communities. For others, war
and persecution forced them into exile, where
they made poignant works reflecting political
turmoil and personal upheaval. Drawn from the
museum’s permanent collection, this exhibition
highlights modern and contemporary artists
whose practices were and are indelibly impact-
ed by experiences of migration and transna-
tionalism. Whether freely traversing borders or
involuntarily displaced, these artists challenged
artistic norms and brought new perspectives

to bear on themes of place, belonging, and
interconnectedness. Third Floor Gallery, On-
going - “Antoni Tapies: Matter and Marks”. This
exhibition features a selection of works from
the Bechtler Museum’s permanent collection
by Antoni Tapies (1923-2012), a self-taught
Spanish artist renowned for his innovative ex-
ploration of materiality and symbology. Over the
course of his seven-decade-long career, Tapies
made paintings out of nontraditional mediums
including dirt, scraps of fabric, marble dust, and
straw, creating textured surfaces that evoke

a sense of history and touch. His printmaking
practice reinforces this tactile, material-driven
approach to artmaking. Using techniques such
as lithography, etching, aquatint, and emboss-
ing, many of his prints echo the coarse surfac-
es and weathered appearance of his paintings.
Tapies’s sculptures made later in his career
likewise reflect these concerns. In Campana
Petita (1990), for instance, the bronze material
conveys durability while the bell’s mottled sur-
face and gaping cracks suggest deterioration.
As in Campana Petita and the prints on view

in this exhibition, the artist frequently incor-
porated an idiosyncratic vocabulary of signs
into his work. Referencing sources as varied
as the graffiti he saw on the streets of Barce-
lona, ancient scripts, and archetypal motifs,
these marks underscore the interplay between
the physical and the symbolic that pervades
Tapies’s art practice. Ongoing - The Bechtler
Museum of Modern Art is named after the
family of Andreas Bechtler, a Charlotte resident
and native of Switzerland who assembled and
inherited a collection of more than 1,400 art-
works created by major figures of 20th-century
modernism and donated it to the public trust.
The Bechtler collection comprises artworks by
seminal figures such as Alberto Giacometti,
Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely, Max Ernst, Andy
Warhol, Alexander Calder, Le Corbusier, Sol
LeWitt, Edgar Degas, Nicolas de Stael, Barbara
Hepworth and Picasso. Only a handful of the
artworks in the Bechtler collection have been
on public view in the United States. Admission:

Over the decades, the
two photographers have created revealing,
poignant, and powerful images that examine the
intersection of contemporary life and centuries-
long practices throughout North and South Ameri-
ca. Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of
North Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and
jugs to pitchers, candleholders, and vases,
“turning pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft
traditions in North Carolina. For more than 200
years, members of the Cole family have been
potting in central North Carolina — Randolph,
Moore, Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six
generations of Coles, and no fewer than 18
individuals, are represented in The Mint
Museum’s permanent collection. More than 60
highlights of their wares are included in the
installation “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters”. One reason for its long-term
success is that making pottery has so often been
a family tradition in the state. Fathers taught the
art of forming, glazing, and firing clay objects to
their sons, and in later generations also to
daughters, who in turn taught their children, and
so on through the decades. These family
dynasties not only helped to keep the potting craft
alive, but ensured continuity in techniques and
craftsmanship, as well as introduced artistic
innovations in succeeding generations. “The Cole
Family: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”
presents a visual history of “turned pots” and the
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family that helped turn North Carolina into one of
America’s centers for handmade, traditional
pottery. Bridges and Levine Galleries,
Ongoing - "Contemporary British Studio
Ceramics: The Grainer Collection". Focused on
the collection of Diane and Marc Grainer, this
installation is a survey of contemporary British
studio ceramics. Comprising functional and
sculptural objects made between the 1980s and
today, the show features work by artists either
born or residing in Great Britain, including
established “contemporary classics” like Gordon
Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-edge
ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum'’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-col-
ored earthenware from Derbyshire, Staffordshire,
and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the
ceramics collection in the museum’s Decorative
Arts holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa".The
African Art Gallery has been re-envisioned. We
have some exciting updates from Mint Museum
Randolph! Thanks to the collaboration with Lisa
Homann, associate professor of art history at
UNC Charlotte, and guest curator of the
reinstallation, the African Art galleries have been
refreshed with a renewed focus on provenance
and a deeper exploration of the collection. The
reinstallation offers fresh perspectives, examining
the works through the lenses of global connec-
tions, domestic experiences, and ceremonial
masquerades, while considering how Western
perceptions have historically shaped African art.
A standout feature of the transformation is the
2024 commission of a Kimi Masquerade
Ensemble by artist David Sanou, created in
Burkina Faso with fully documented prove-
nance—an exceptional addition to the collection.
This is an ongoing project, and we look forward to
continuing our collaboration with Homann and
others to share new insights as they unfold.

Art of the
Andes features ceramics, textiles, metalwork,
and carvings produced by cultures across the
Andes region, a 4,500-mile-long mountain
range on the Pacific Coast of South America.
These objects, many on view for the first time,
reveal the diverse and sophisticated artmak-
ing techniques through which ancient Andeans
expressed ancestral beliefs and personal and
political identities. The wall case provides a
comparative view of the ceramic production

of several prominent Peruvian civilizations,
presented chronologically from left to right.
From the colorful painted motifs of the Nasca
and the sculptural realism of the Moche to the
whistling vessels of the Chancay, the ceram-
ics depict both realistic and stylized animals,
people, deities, food, and scenes of warfare,
performance, and pleasure. Through July 20
- "Art of the U.S.: American Stories/American
Myths." What comes to mind when you think of
the history of the United States? The “discov-
ery” of the continent by European explorers?
The American Revolution and founding of the
country? Westward expansion, or perhaps the
turmoil of the Civil War? This re-installed gal-
lery incorporates historical and contemporary
works of art from the United States to tell some
of these stories and confront some of these
myths. The gallery includes a variety of works
to encourage visitors to think about how these
narratives shape our understanding and may
preserve or counter fallacies of nationhood and
democracy. Ongoing - The Collection Galler-
ies feature rotating installations of the Nasher
Museum’s extensive holdings of historical

art. Eight galleries, as well as the entrance to
Wilson Pavilion, are dedicated to the museum’s
strengths, which represent a brief history of
human creativity from different times and parts
of the world. Just beyond the entrance, visitors
will find the Incubator, a flexible space for rotat-
ing student- and faculty-curated exhibitions.

Portraits are
often taken at face value - as accurate represen-
tations of a person’s appearance, sometimes
removed by decades or centuries. But portraits
are often the products of delicate negotiations
between artist and subject. Sometimes they flat-
ter, exaggerating the sitter’s beauty or rich attire.
Sometimes they capture the subject engaged in
his or her occupation, whether pausing during
study or painting in his or her studio. Sometimes
they celebrate an auspicious occasion, such as
a recent engagement or the imminent birth of a
child. This exhibition features three centuries of
portraits of men and women, Black and White,
solitary and companionate, classic and modern.
“Good Impressions” was mounted to mark the
recent conservation treatment of John Singleton
Copley’s 1762 “Portrait of Mrs. Daniel Rogers”
(Elizabeth Gorham Rogers) in the collection of
Wake Forest University, and Reynolda House’s
recent acquisition of Kwame Brathwaite’s 1973
photograph “Changing Times”. West Bedroom
Gallery, Through Oct. 19 - "Leigh Ann Hall-
berg: Phenoms". In her “Phenoms series”, artist
Leigh Ann Hallberg creates large-scale abstract
paintings inspired by her journey through local
landscapes, including the Reynolda landscape.
Hallberg, who has taught painting at Wake Forest
University since 1999, chose a square format for
the series, which she says leaves the viewer’s
understanding of the work open - the abstract
painting is neither portrait nor landscape. Instead,
it is a pretend space in which the viewer is able
to reconsider and reimagine their experience

of nature through the works. Hallberg employs

a variety of color palettes and metal leaf. She
uses the medium of watercolor in order to pull
out its inherent qualities of flow, dripping, and
puddling, which she considers nearly indexical
with substances of the natural world: water, soil,
and vegetation. In fact, most of the watercolor
pigments are derived from materials found in the
earth. The metal leaf invokes the idea of time and
its passage, as the viewer’s perception of the leaf
(reflective, a void, a light) shifts over the course
of the day, under various lighting conditions and
viewing angles. The works in the “Phenoms
series” represent Hallberg’s felt resonance with
and sense of wonder about the natural world.
East Bedroom Gallery, Through Dec. 31 - "Still
| Rise: The Black Experience at Reynolda".

“Into a daybreak that’s wondrously clear / | rise.”
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still | Rise,” published in
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience
in the face of oppression. In the 1980s, Angelou
used Reynolda as her stage, sharing words of
humanity, survival, and triumph. But before her,
numerous Black lives impacted and intersected
with the story of Reynolda. “Still I Rise: The
Black Experience at Reynolda” examines the
lives of the Black women and men who helped
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow
era working estate into a museum for American
art. From 1912 through the 1950s, during one of
the most repressive climates for Black people in
North Carolina history, Black men and women
navigated Reynolda’s segregated spaces—farm-
ing the land, constructing buildings, and working
as domestic staff within Reynolda’s walls. During
this era, segregation, the exploitation of Black
labor, and laws that regulated Black behavior
affected the lives of all individuals in the Reyn-
olda story, whether at Reynolda or at the R.J.
Reynolds Tobacco Company. While the struggle
for equality did not end with the Civil Rights Act
of 1964, the story of Reynolda pivoted to one of
a public cultural institution. When it opened its
doors in 1967, Reynolda’s intersection with Black
lives shifted as the young, fledgling museum
provided a venue for Black artists to celebrate
their art. Artists such as Jacob Lawrence, Ro-
mare Bearden, and Maya Angelou transformed
the historic setting into a stage for their art and
teachings. Through art, letters, photographs, and
audiovisual recordings, “Still | Rise: The Black
Experience at Reynolda” examines Reynolda’s

complicated past in a space designed for reflec-
tion and healing. This exhibition has been made
possible in part by the National Endowment for
the Humanities. East Bedroom Sleeping Porch,
Ongoing - Featuring a condensed version of the
fall 2023 exhibition “Smith & Libby: Two Rings,
Seven Months, One Bullet”. This semi-permanent
exhibition presents a fascinating look at an
unsolved shooting that rocked the Reynolda
estate and made national headlines in 1932. Like
most family homes, Reynolda House witnessed
its share of tragedies, none more shocking than
the death by gunshot of Zachary Smith (“Smith”)
Reynolds, youngest child of R.J. and Katharine
Smith Reynolds. Soon after midnight on July

6, 1932, Smith was shot on a sleeping porch at
the family’s country estate. Smith died later that
morning. Smith’s wife Libby Holman and Smith’s
childhood friend and secretary Albert “Ab” Walker
wre ultimately charged with first-degree murder.
In a stunning reversal, the case was dropped
before coming to trial. To this day, it is not known
whether Smith Reynolds, 20-year-old heir and
renowned aviator, died by suicide, accident or
murder.
