and I’ve found limiting my focus has 
helped me improve in both areas. Fiber 
is very tactile, and, in that arena, I try to 
create the natural world.” 
     “Molding and shaping fibers into trees, 
flowers, and rocks, trying to show the 
world outside my studio and encouraging 
the viewer to come closer and touch be-
cause it looks so real,” adds Stuart. “The 
other side is hard. Encaustic wax melts, 
but then hardens capturing a flower, inks, 
or even a bug. Getting the wax to hold the 
idea I’ve created while working with a 
blow torch is so exciting to me. One little 
slip and one must start over... sometimes 
that is a good thing! My next step is to 
combine both mediums, but that won’t be 
for a while.”

object in an unexpected, new form. 
     In her exhibit, Plastic Beach, Thomas 
presents imagined future relics pieced 

together from the debris of both the natural 
environment and our plastic single-use cul-
ture. “I am particularly interested in the way 
these forms mimic human consumption and 
its relationship to pollution, which spreads 
over and suffocates the world around us, 
just as plastics become entangled in the 
environment,” she explains. 
     Each piece brings with it the narrative 
associated with its materiality, the juxtapo-
sition of nature and manmade, and chal-
lenges the viewer to contemplate their own

relationship with these materials. Crocheted 
plastic shopping bags, prints made by ink-
ing and pressing found objects, and sculp-
tures and installations created with materials 
sourced on neighborhood and beach walks 
and collected at home and work are dis-
played together to give clues of what future 
civilizations may view as artifacts from this 
current period of consumer culture.
     Thomas completed her MFA in Studio 
Art at Memphis College of Art in 2012. Her 
works have been exhibited in various ven-
ues, including at the University of Georgia, 
Southern Illinois University, Latitude 53 in 
Alberta, Canada, and Museo del Brigantag-
gio in Itri, Italy. In 2011, she was selected 
for a solo exhibition at the Brooks Mu-
seum in Memphis, TN, and more recently 
presented a solo show at the Saul Alexan-
der Gallery in 2023 and exhibited in and 
curated Recent Remnants, a group show at 
Summerville’s Public Works Art Center in 
March 2024. Aside from being a practicing 
artist, Thomas is also a full-time high school 
art teacher in Summerville, SC.
      In his exhibit It Don’t Cost Nothin’ To 
Be Nice, Laurens, SC, based artist Doug 
McAbee presents a collection of colorful 
drawings on uniquely shaped wood panels, 
vibrant hollow-form steel sculptures, and 
site specific drawings with acrylic paint 
marker. The result is an immersive oppor-
tunity for the viewer to walk through the 
interior of McAbee’s mind. Characters from 
McAbee’s imagination create narratives 
about interpersonal relationships in his ink 
drawings and steel sculptures. Even his 
most abstracted imagery is derived from 
organic forms with recognizable heads, 
eyes, and feet.  
     These characters interact within in-
dividual works of art and similarities in 
image, theme, and color begin to form 
among various works in the exhibition. 
These relationships are further enhanced 
with the site-specific murals on the gallery’s 
movable walls. These murals introduce new 
characters who jump, play, and share stories 
with one another and create an environment 
similar to a life-sized illustrated story.   

     “I was taught the power of laughter and 
humor by my father, and I seek to channel 
that power into my creative work,” McAbee 
explains. “Knowing that art has the power 
to change how people think, I have chosen 
to communicate positive and hopeful mes-
sages to my audience through my work.”
     Doug McAbee learned to weld at age 7. 
While his imagination was running wild, 
his father began teaching him practical 
construction methods with steel. The sense 
of play and exploration he valued then is 
still with him as he creates whimsical and 
organic drawings and sculptures. McA-
bee earned his BA and MFA at Winthrop 
University, and his work has been exhibited 
in solo and group exhibitions and is part of 
numerous private and public collections 
throughout the US.

Jones University. Kilgore Condon has had 
solo exhibitions at the Greenville County 
Museum of Art and Bob Jones Univer-
sity.

     It is Kilgore Condon’s long standing 
relationship with the West Village and the 
changes to the community that she wrestles 
with in her current work. Birds, Chimney 
Swifts in particular, appear throughout her 
work in flocks and as individuals in natural 
environments. Chimney Swifts are small 
birds that look somewhat like swallows 
and are sometimes mixed in with flocks of 
swallows - they are nothing if not resilient 
creatures. They originally nested in old tree 
stumps then wood fence posts. After eastern 
forests were cut down and wooden fence 
posts went to the wayside, they adapted 
to nesting in chimneys. It is the Chimney 
Sweep’s need to find a place to nest, to find 
quiet and stillness, that intrigues Kilgore 
Condon and resonates with her desire to 
hang on to the simple sound of emptiness. 
     Kilgore Condon states, “There is a 
colony of about 75-100 Swifts that swoop 

through West Greenville every night in the 
summer - they tend to catch insects in big 
loops around the 140 year old oak tree in 
the heart of the Village. Soon the tree will 
be cut down and apartments will be erected 
in its place. I wish this wasn’t allowed to 
happen but I’m hopeful that the Swifts will 
find homes in the neighborhood where there 
are still trees.”

Artist, educator, advisor, curator, administrator, and 
collector are all words that can be used to describe Allen 
Coleman. Coleman, who is an artist and the principal 
consultant for Al’s Fine Art & Musings, is a seasoned 
creative professional with a diverse background and 
experience in business and the arts. With graduate and 
post-graduate degrees from Appalachian State University 
and New York University, Coleman, a native of Easley, SC, 
has served in positions ranging from high school art 
instructor to university adjunct instructor. He was the 
director of the 80 Washington Square East Galleries, and an 
associate at the André Emmerich Gallery in New York, NY.

Before his professional retirement, he was the 20-year 
director of the Pickens County Museum of Art & History as 
well as the Hagood Mill Historic Site & Folklife Center. In 
addition to the curation of more than seventy exhibitions, 
Coleman has administered approximately two hundred 
exhibitions and has been involved in the mounting of over 
four hundred exhibitions, performances, and presentations.

     Artists Collective | Spartanburg, in Spar-
tanburg, SC, will present Daydreamin: Love 
Is Blue, showcases oils, acrylics by Logan 
Foster, on view in Gallery III, from June 
4 - 29, 2024. A reception will be held on 
June 20, until 8pm, as part of Spartanburg 
ArtWalk. 
     Upstate artist Logan Foster, aka Divinity, 
welcomes those viewing her oil and acrylic 
works and poems into her daydreams to 
help them recapture feelings from child-
hood in her upcoming exhibition Day-
dreamin’: Love Is Blue.
     “This exhibition in particular is a medita-
tion on my daydreams,” Foster explains. 
“The color blue is usually seen in my work. 
Blue, for me, represents the essence of love 
and pain, being met with both in my life. 
I use acrylic and oil paints to form Black/
indigenous beings so that we can be seen in 
our full glory.”
    “Each painting tells a story, all special 
and true in my heart,” continues Foster, 
who has been an artist for just three years 
and a member of the Artists Collective 
since 2021. “Each piece is a gateway. I 
am welcoming the viewer into my mind, 
into my daydreams. My intention is that 
the viewer will be able to take a step back 
and remember what it felt like to have a 
childlike nature. I believe that we can access 
our dreams at any time. Being that I am a 
Pisces, I gravitate toward the unseen. My 
intention is to make those spaces visible.”
     Foster, a self-taught artist based in 
Spartanburg, combines poetry and paint-
ing together to guide the viewer through an 
experience of black culture. She says she 
works “to improve the representation of 
Black and indigenous peoples in American 
art. “I believe art is able to shift the con-
scious collective in a positive direction,” 
she says.
     She wants her works to “ignite a con-

versation. I also hope that the viewer feels 
some sense of humanity and playfulness 
throughout the show. One can expect to 
see a lot of blue in the exhibit, and I hope 
the viewer can see themselves in the work 
in some way. I hope that people are able to 
leave with a feeling of gratitude and an ap-
preciation for dreaming.”
     The 15 works in the exhibition will be 
available for purchase, with prices starting 
at $50.
     “I am grateful to be exhibiting at ACS,” 
Foster says. “I’m thankful for the support of 
my community. ACS has been a huge part 
of the development of my career as an artist. 
I have been able to receive so much support 
through the Collective.”

He 
lives out in the middle of nowhere with his 
family and their dogs and he creates draw-
ings and sculptures when he’s not teaching.  
     On view in the Perimeter Gallery is BMX 
Invitational Art Exhibition, on view through 
June 7. Experience the exhilaration of the 
cycling scene through artists’ eyes. The 
BMX Invitational Art Exhibition captures 

the thrilling spirit of BMX as cyclists round 
the corners, race the straights, and jump the 
gaps.

      The Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-
American Arts + Culture at Levine Center 
for the Arts, in Uptown Charlotte, NC, is 
presenting Qualeasha Wood: code_anima, 
curated by Leandra-Juliet Kelley, on view 
through Sept. 22, 2024
     Qualeasha Wood: code_anima explores 
identity, physical and digital boundaries, 
and the process of individuation through 
analysis of complex and socially accepted 
paradoxes. Defined as “an individual’s true 
inner self,” anima serves as a leitmotif in 
Wood’s introspective work, which exam-
ines the archetypes found within physical 
and digital societies. As the artist states, 
“This body of work draws inspiration from 
the concept of deus ex machina - a narra-
tive device that introduces an unexpected, 
external force to resolve a complex situa-
tion. This device allows us to highlight the 
paradoxical position of Black women in 
society - cast simultaneously as both saviors 
and scapegoats within a white supremacist 
framework.”
     Wood’s technical skills are evident in 
the digital collages of her tapestries as well 

Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-
American Arts + Culture in Charlotte, 
NC, Offers Works by Qualeasha Wood

     The Mint Museum Uptown in Charlotte, 
NC,  will present Whitfield Lovell: Passag-
es, curated by Michèle Wije, PhD, on view 
from June 29 through Sept. 22, 2024. 
     Consisting of two immersive instal-
lations and approximately 30 additional 
works, Whitfield Lovell: Passages is the 
most comprehensive exhibition of works by 
artist Whitfield Lovell.
     Lovell (born in 1959) is renowned for his 
masterful conté crayon portraits and multi-
sensory installations that focus on aspects 
of African American history, while raising 
universal questions about identity, memory, 
and America’s collective heritage. The 
exhibition brings together two of Lovell’s 
major installations, Deep River (2013) and 
Visitation: The Richmond Project (2001), 
with a selection of freestanding tableaux 
and works on paper from his acclaimed Kin 
series (2008–2011) and Spell Suite (2019–
2020), as well as the premiere presentation 
of his forthcoming Card Pieces II. Through 
a combination of visual projections, sound, 
and found objects, as well as examples from 
Lovell’s works on paper, visitors will be 
enveloped in hidden histories and cultural 
memory of the African American experi-
ence.
     The subtitle, Passages, also refers to the 
subject matter of his work, which explores 
the struggle for equality, physical migra-
tion, social progress, and self-sufficiency 
that have been part of the African American 
experience. The exhibition includes works 
from Lovell’s past series, Kin (2008-2011), 
and his newest, The Reds (2021-2022). Au-
diences will bear witness to works created 
on luscious, deep crimson paper that evokes 
warmth, passion, and the sanguine. The 
Reds are presented alongside two opera-
tional telephones that, when their receivers 
are lifted, emit the familiar and galvanizing 
refrain of “Lift Every Voice and Sing,” the 
hymn written and set to music by brothers 
James Weldon Johnson (1871–1938) and J. 
Rosamond Johnson (1873–1954).
     Photographs of African Americans taken 
between the Emancipation Proclamation 
and the Civil Rights Movement provide 
inspiration for his work created on paper or 
salvaged wooden boards. He uses a highly 
refined portrait style to depict stories of 
African American individuals’ daily lives 
and extraordinary journeys.
     Organized by the American Federation of 
Arts (AFA) in collaboration with the artist, 
the exhibition is supported by the National 
Endowment for the Arts (NEA) and the 
Terra Foundation for American Art, the 
exhibition will fill galleries on Level 3 and 
Level 4 of  Mint Museum Uptown. This is 
the first exhibition these multisensory instal-
lations by Lovell are presented together in 

a museum-wide show of this monumental 
size and scope.
     Whitfield Lovell is the recipient of a 
2007 MacArthur Foundation Fellowship, 
colloquially referred to as the “genius 
grant,” and the 2014 National Academy 
Award for Excellence. Lovell has had solo 
exhibitions at the Smith College Museum of 
Art (2011) in Northampton, MA, and The 
Phillips Collection (2016) in Washington, 
DC, and he was a featured artist at the open-
ing exhibition of the National Museum of 
African American History and Culture in 
Washington, DC. His works are featured in 
the collections of major museums, includ-
ing the Whitney Museum of American Art, 
New York; the Metropolitan Museum of 
Art; the Smithsonian American Art Muse-
um, Washington, DC; the National Museum 
of African American History and Culture; 
the Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts; 
the Yale University Art Gallery; the Hunter 
Museum of American Art; the Brooklyn 
Museum; the Studio Museum in Harlem, 
New York; the Seattle Art Museum; and 
many others.
     Michèle Wije, PhD, is a former curator 
of exhibitions at the American Federation 
of Arts. She began her career at the Metro-
politan Museum of Art and has organized 
several exhibitions including Sparkling 
Amazons: Abstract Expressionist Women 
of the 9th St. Show (2019) and Bisa Butler: 
Portraits (2020) for the Katonah Museum 
of Art, Katonah, New York.
     The American Federation of Arts is the 
leader in traveling exhibitions internation-
ally. A nonprofit organization founded in 
1909, the AFA is dedicated to enriching 
the public’s experience and understanding 
of the visual arts through organizing and 
touring art exhibitions for presentation in 
museums around the world, publishing 
exhibition catalogues featuring important 
scholarly research, and developing educa-
tional programs.

Mint Museum Uptown in Charlotte, 
NC, Offers Work by Whitfield Lovell

Whitfield Lovell (American, b. Bronx, NY) 
“Because I Wanna Fly”, 2021 Conté on wood with 
attached found objects Diam: 114 in. Virginia 
Museum of Fine Arts
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as the colorful scenes of her hand-made 
tuftings. The materiality of these textiles 
(the warp and weft) are embedded with a 
“code,” serving as a symbol for the inner 
workings of the dual experiences felt by 
Black people, particularly Black women, 
as well as the multifaceted online identities 
that mirror or oppose our physical exis-

tence.
     For Wood, “code_anima delves into the 
complexities of identity, expectation, and 
erasure through the prisms of race, gender, 
and sexuality. This exhibition is a criti-
cal examination of the roles historically 
ascribed to Black women, which demand 
both a resolution to systemic issues and the 
simultaneous stripping of personal autono-
my and agency.”
     Qualeasha Wood (b. 1996 Long Branch, 
NJ) is a textile artist whose work contem-
plates realities around black female embodi-
ment that do and might exist. Inspired by 
a familial relationship to textiles, queer 
craft, Microsoft Paint, and internet avatars, 
Wood’s tufted and tapestry pieces mesh 
traditional craft and contemporary tech-
nological materials. She navigates both an 
Internet environment saturated in Black 
Femme figures and culture and a political 
and economic environment holding that 
embodiment at the margins. Like the vast 
majority of her age-peers, Wood has oper-
ated one mortal and multiple digital avatars 
since pre-adolescence. For her, intuitive 
combinations of analog and cybernetic 
compositional processes make for a con-
temporary exploration of Black American 
Femme ontology.
     While Wood’s tapestries blend images 
from social media with religious, specifi-
cally Catholic, iconography, her ‘tuftings’ 
represent cartoon-like figures that recall 
the racist caricatures widespread in popular 
family programs of the early-mid-20th 
century and beyond. The tuftings have a 
distinctly different visual style from the art-
ist’s tapestry pieces. In them, Wood adopts 
a naïve aesthetic that calls on the nostalgia 
of cartoon animations and their association 
with racial stereotyping to unpack notions 
of Black girlhood. Despite their formal sim-
plicity, the tuftings reveal a lurking tension 
drawn from the artist’s own experiences 
of consuming media rife with anti-Black 
prejudice throughout her life. Where the 

tapestries are absorbed in consumption and 
cyberculture, the tuftings speak to inherited 
trauma and necessarily implicate account-
ability in the viewer.

     A flowstone is created by mineral de-
posits laid down by water, slowly, quietly, 
in one place, over time. Flowstone grows 
approximately one inch every one hundred 
years. In one hundred years, how many so-
cietal changes have occurred in one place? 
Flowstones is a site-specific installation 
consisting of sound, sandbags, paintings, 
window works, and a text piece.
     The exhibition is the debut of a new body 
of paintings which share the title Flow-
stones. Each painting is made of modular 
shapes that make up figurative units of 
measure. They are fragments of a larger 
puzzle. The surfaces are thickly layered 
and clouded by an ambiguous haze. Two 
window works Double Trap and Single Use 
II mirror each other and parallel the modu-
lar units in the paintings. The interlocking 
shapes form large mazes made of window 
film. The transparent material suggests that 
we look through the maze motifs and find 
alternate ways to solve problems.
     Sunken Cities represent the common 
ground we share in the midst of climate 
reality. The piles of sandbags oper-
ate as seating areas for communication 
and contemplation. It is an area desig-
nated for reciprocity. Emanating from the 
stacked sandbags, a harmonic frequency, 
Τεκτονική Κατάβαση (Tectonic Kataba-

sis) - composed and performed by sound 
artist Jessica Stathos - fills the gallery space. 
The sound invokes brainwave entrainment 
to promote both introspection and social 
connectivity.
     The Untitled Text brings elements of 
the exhibition together with an overarch-
ing theme. Flowstone forms slowly and 
geological time is indifferent to our own. 
The comparison brings to mind the various 

hidden histories over hundreds of years in 
which this country has yet to reckon. Com-
mon ground is unequal when vulnerable 
communities are the first to be displaced. A 
radical look at our collective past and coop-
erative action today is essential to shaping 
our future.
     Corinne Jones (b.1972 Memphis, TN) 
has lived and worked in New York City 
since 1991. She earned an MFA from 
Columbia University in 2007 and a BFA 
from The School of Visual Arts in 1996. 
Jones has realized public art projects at 
Situations Gallery, New York; Elizabeth 
Street Garden, New York; Madison Park, 
Memphis; and Huling Street, Memphis. She 
has exhibited solo and two-person shows at 
Situations Gallery, New York; Jackie Klem-
pay, Brooklyn; Museum of America Books, 
Brooklyn; and Tops Gallery, Memphis.

Working in both ceramic and 
textile, Hobaica’s compositions prioritize 
the inexplicability of the human experience.
     Barnett’s figurative sculptures, while 
less ambiguous in their surface treatment, 
are just as wonderfully confounding. Often 
rendered in gravity-defying arrangements or 
seemingly comical isolation, the characters 
populating his tableaus represent the lessons 
of folktales and a life lived in all its comedy 
and trauma.

Each of the works in this exhibition is 
accompanied by the artist’s description of 
how their art reflects their journey or their 
interpretation of emergence.
     Deborah Kolp is a teaching artist inspired 
by inner states of consciousness revealed by 
the human face. In Adam, she examines the 
concept of the “first created person” in the 
three major monotheistic religions (Jewish, 
Christian, Muslim) merged with the themes 
of the earliest known human remains found 
in Ethiopia and the current “bubbling to 
national awareness” of the civil rights 
movement in America after the death of 
George Floyd.

Yet, he states that “all things 
emerge, and maybe something as simple as 
old beauty has a minute role to play.” In The 
Librarian, he works with gold, paper, and 
black and white colors. His “use of gold in 
particular asks how even the smallest her-
esies of beauty may emerge against chaos.”
     Describing herself as a “land-locked 
mermaid who loves painting with shredded 
paper,” Li Newton introduces us to herself 
and her sojourn in True Colors. When she 
moved to the Bahamas at almost 50 years 

old, she carried almost crippling self-doubt. 
“Then,” she says, “I dipped my head under-
water for the first time and was welcomed 
into a new universe of coral reefs and magi-
cal creatures.” She explored, learned about 
the environment, and “became physically 
and mentally stronger than I’d ever been.” 
She credits those years with transforming 
herself and her art into what they are today.
     Sharing “the breakdown process of my 
identity and what is emerging over the last 
few years” was the impetus for Lanie McK-
eever to create Welcome to My Garden. The 
mixed media painting reflects the emer-
gence of new life after death. She began the 
piece imagining a portal to a garden filled 
with the “love and presence of many who 
have come before.” As she continued her 
personal healing process, she blended this 
painting with her “first love – photography” 
and states, “What is emerging is something 
new, something I do not fully understand – 
but it is here and it is ME.”
      In The Road Not Taken, Nancy Moore 
reflects on the emergence of the dancing 
of one’s heart when one is creating from a

     Born in Peru and based in Carrboro, NC, 
Ortega received a BFA in painting from the 
Escuela Nacional de Bellas Artes del Peru 
(1999), studied at the Art Students League 
of New York (2000-04) and received his 
MFA in painting from Hunter College 
(2014).

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tion and introspection. To achieve multidi-
mensionality using the formal tradition of 
easel painting with oils, I create a set in my 
art studio to display the objects. I paint in 
silence, focus on my breathing, and with an 
awareness of my body posture concerning 
the object I paint, forming a unit with the 
canvas and the easel. Painting is a physical 
experience; my process helps to create an 
environment where I can materialize the 
intangible, capturing the essence of what I 
see and experience.” 
     “Painting is not just creating pictures, it 
is more--it is the whole art object, from the 
stretcher to the canvas to the paint to the 
brushstroke marks. I made most of these 
works on linen instead of cotton canvas, 
since linen adds a particular resonance - I 
like to call it a sound - to the paintings, help-
ing to create multidimensional atmospheric 
spaces,” adds Ortega. After a couple of 
decades of painting from intuition, fantasy, 
and symbolic narrative, this body of work 
follows a different path, going hand in hand 
with the conventions of classical painting. 
That change gives me freedom, allowing 
me to open new doors in my work. The 
paintings are an invitation to an alternative 
world, a better world, in which I seek to 
receive and embrace the viewer.”

     “I think of art as a human essence, from 
one’s inner being, linked to the development 
of thought and the spiritual. Since the begin-
ning, painters have forged painting from the 
mystical path, achieving pictorial develop-
ments with discipline and mastery of the 
craft. A continuous mantric repetition of a 
physical-mental exercise, such as painting, 
is what I seek to embody in Acts of Serenity.
     Renzo Ortega (Lima, Peru 1974) is a 
painter based in Carrboro, NC. He re-
ceived a BFA in painting from the Escuela 
Nacional de Bellas Artes del Peru (1999), 
studied at the Art Students League of New 
York (2000-04) and has his MFA in painting 
from Hunter College (2014). His artwork 
has been exhibited in solo and group shows 
in the United States and Peru, and has been 
commissioned to create public art projects 
and community murals. He partook in the 
Visiting Artist Residency at the Rubenstein 
Arts Center at Duke University in 2019, and 
in 2020, he was the inaugural artist of the 
New Wave Art artist-in-residence program 
in West Palm Beach.

     “One of the most intimate yet uni-
versal experiences of Black women is 
the braiding of our hair. Our African and 
Indigenous ancestry endows hair with 
significance beyond physical beauty; 
our long flowing braids are a conduit for 
spiritual anointing, a symbol of tribe and 
belonging, and a method for intergenera-
tional bonding,” says Samantha Everette. 
Inspired by her own experiences and by 
the Black women who make up her clos-
est friends and family, Everette creates 
a scene that highlights their strength and 
beauty through the ritual of hair braiding.
     A ritual experienced around the world, 
the women tightly encircle Zya - a deeply 
intimate expression of sisterhood and 
inter-generational connection. Dressed 
in white, reminiscent of those worn by 
Orisha and Houdoun priestesses through-
out the Diaspora. As the braiders slowly, 
patiently create this elaborate East African 
braided style and Zya and the braids ex-
tend out in their splendor, she rises higher 
on a pedestal in strength and confidence. 
Taking hours or even days to complete, 
braiding is a labor of love, patience, and 
artistic precision resulting in a breathtak-
ing headdress. 
     Crowning Glory tells the story of 
sisterhood, motherhood, community, 
collective care, triumph, and the complex 
elixir of beauty and spiritual mystique car-

ried by Black women, atop our heads and 
within our beings.
     Samantha Everette is a lifelong artist, 
designer, world traveler and photogra-
pher. She is a Durham, NC, native and 
graduated Summa Cum Laude from North 
Carolina State with a BA in Industrial 
Design.

     The Department of Art and Art History at 
the University of North Carolina at Chapel 
Hill and the Contemporary Art Museum of 
Raleigh is proud to present four Masters of 
Fine Arts thesis exhibitions: Mark Anthony 
Brown Jr., Molly English, Matthew Troyer 
and Vera Weinfield. 
     The MFA Thesis Exhibition is the culmi-
nation of an intensive two-year degree pro-
gram in the visual arts driven by individual 
research. The program encourages interdis-
ciplinary practice and experimentation. The 
four graduating artists present individual 
thesis exhibitions that each explore focused 
themes and materials, utilizing mediums 
ranging from painting and sculpture to 
photography and textiles.
     In her thesis exhibition, Sap, Molly 
English invites viewers into a candy-
colored world of tufted forms. Her large, 
lush tapestries feature hybrid characters that 
violently transform from panel to panel, fus-
ing and severing the bodies of artist, animal, 
and land. Part bestiary, part blood ritual, 
Sap seeks to excise spiritual substance from 
these embodied relationships, using narra-
tive tapestry as a meaning-making form. 
Doing so reimagines the possibilities of a 
story told through fiber, rejecting the flat-
tening warp and weft of the loom in order 
to embrace the wild textures of the ignoble 
tufting gun. In this way, English tends to 
Western tapestry’s history of justifying 
state and religious dominance both in form 
and content, opting instead to tell a story in 
which justification itself is questioned. 
     From English’s own lived and researched 
understandings of Irish Catholicism, Anar-
chism, Feminism, and Animism, the work 
grapples with the fallibility and necessity of 
liberatory and salvatory beliefs in a nihil-
istic world. Sap invites guests to navigate 
these struggles through their sense of touch, 
and to experience tactility as an intimate 
layer of the story. Like a secret shared 
through tender contact, Sap guides the 
audience through an exploration of faith and 
fiber - the ways in which they hold together 
and fall apart.
     Melancholia, nostalgia and sentimental-
ity are just a few of the feelings that a photo-
graph can evoke. Mark Anthony Brown Jr.’s 
thesis exhibition, reminiscer, expands on 
this phenomena - the potential of the physi-
cal photograph as a conduit for memory 
and emotion. Utilizing materials from a 
range of archives - his own family photos, 
institutional archives and “found” photos & 
objects - Brown Jr. upends notions of what 
constitutes a “proper” archival practice 
and expands on vernacular visual lan-
guage. His work asks viewers to consider 
the vernacular as a visual language, that is 
more expensive than just the consideration 
of vernacular photographs, and to include 
notions of aesthetics, symbols and a shared 
experience.
      In the ongoing photographic series by 
Matthew Troyer, The Uniformed States of 
America documents the commodification of 
military surplus garments, initially designed 
for warfare and financed by tax dollars, as 
they transition from instruments of conflict 
to symbols in a consumer-driven context.

     The NC Museum of Art in Raleigh, NC, 
is presenting To Take Shape and Meaning
Form and Design in Contemporary Ameri-
can Indian Art, on view through July 28, 
2024.
     Organized by guest curator Nancy 
Strickland Fields (Lumbee), director/curator 
of the Museum of the Southeast American 
Indian at the University of North Carolina 
at Pembroke, NC, the exhibition features 
works by 75 Indigenous artists from over 
50 tribes throughout the United States 
and Canada, including eight from North 
Carolina.
      To Take Shape and Meaning brings 
together a wide range of Indigenous world 
views, ideas, experiences, traditions, 
cultures, and media and emphasizes the 
continuity and evolution of Native arts, both 
collective and individual expressions of 
Native America. The exhibition, composed 
exclusively of 3-D artworks, includes bas-
kets made of blown glass, cars transformed 
into works of art, and cutting-edge fashion 
ensembles embellished with elaborate bead-
work and feathers. 
     This project supports the NCMA’s 
ongoing goal of presenting expansive and 
inclusive art historical narratives in all 
aspects of the Museum and of bringing in 
contemporary artists whose works focus on 
themes that are particularly relevant to the 
concerns of the current moment.

      “For thousands of years, Native artists 
have manipulated their materials into fan-
tastic expressions of art. The contemporary 
artists featured in the show are among the 
most acclaimed in their genres and are cred-
ited with pushing their art forms in ways 
that retain meaning and continue to evolve 
culture,” said Nancy Strickland Fields, 
Guest Curator.

private museum partnerships, building the 
NCMA’s People’s Collection, a permanent 
collection of art that belongs to all North 
Carolina citizens, and establishing the North 
Carolina Museum of Art as one of the pre-
mier art museums in the South.
     Since that time the Museum has expand-
ed its collection from 158 paintings to 4,353 
objects in multiple mediums, created one 
of the largest public art museum parks in 
the nation, delivered thousands of educa-
tional resources and public programs across 
all one hundred NC counties, added the 

North Carolina Museum of Art, Winston-
Salem (SECCA) to the NCMA family, and 
diversified its program to encompass the 
arts plural, all while continuing to provide 
free entry for all visitors to the People’s 
Collection. In 2023 the Museum welcomed 
1.1 million visitors to its Raleigh campus 
and offered 797 arts programs locally and 
throughout the state.
     To commemorate this historic anniver-
sary, the Museum worked with NC Poet 
Laureate Jaki Shelton Green, Durham-
based Two Dots Studio, and NC writer 
Courtney Napier to create a video cel-
ebrating the history of the NCMA.

This visual exploration unfolds within sur-
plus stores nationwide, capturing scenes of 
individuals, artifacts, and the retail environ-
ments that facilitate the peculiar life cycle of 
these garments. 
     The series critically examines surplus 
stores’ cultural impact and aesthetic allure, 
offering a contemplative narrative on the 
commodification of war gear, and the 
remnants of warfare embedded in these 
commercialized artifacts. From depicting 
store interiors to individuals interacting with 
these repurposed military materials, this se-
ries illuminates the multifaceted dynamics 
surrounding surplus stores and the oddity 
of garments born from conflict, finding a 
second life in the civilian domain.
     Through drawing, installation, puppetry 
performance and video, Vera Weinfield in-
vestigates the normalization and repression 
of trauma, its lingering effects and repercus-
sions within generations of North American 
Jews. In her thesis exhibition, Unraveling 
The Threads, Weinfield uses masks and 
puppets to explore embodied traumas, 
embedding mundane domestic objects and 
spaces with antisemitic archetypes that ask 
the viewer to consider what happens when 
trauma becomes an integral part of one’s 
identity. 
     Weinfield pieces together familial and 
cultural archives and myths. In these works, 
oral, written, and visual histories morph into 
an anthropomorphized time and space in 
which Jewish pack peddlers, matriarchs and 
daughters-left-behind simultaneously con-
front and hide from what haunts them. In 
collaboration with Greensboro, NC, based 
artist, Terri Jones, Weinfield explores how 
Jewish and Black North American diasporic 
histories collide in complex, messy and 
often troubling ways. Through masked 
performances, inspired by a deep research 
process into Jewish and Black southern 
histories, family and cultural myth, and 
their own internalized generational traumas, 
Jones and Weinfield unravel these threads 
and in doing so find themselves tangled up 
inside of them.
     Molly English (b. 1993) is an artist from 
Chicagoland. She received her BA in studio 
art and poetry from Columbia College 
Chicago in 2016, and will receive her MFA 
in Studio Art from the University of North 
Carolina in 2024. In her work, English 
reimagines the traditional flatness of narra-
tive tapestry as a more abundant form - one 
that positions faith as both a necessary and 
fallible mode of relating to an increasingly 
nihilistic world.
     Mark Anthony Brown Jr. (b. 1991), is 
a journeyman of sorts. Not dedicated to a 
single given location for too long, he cur-
rently lives and works between Cincinnati, 
OH, Durham, NC, and Atlanta, GA. Brown 
Jr. has received a Bachelor of Science 
Technology from Bowling Green State 

University and is currently in pursuit of a 
MFA from the University of North Carolina 
at Chapel Hill where also is a fellow in Mu-
seum Practice at The Ackland Art Museum. 
Brown Jr.’s art practice is research driven 
and interdisciplinary; utilizing photography, 
sculpture, drawing and painting with an 
interest in vernacular aesthetic practices and 
sensibilities, the manifestation of African 
retentions in the diaspora, semiotics and 
archival practices. 
     His work has been exhibited nation-
ally; including the Cincinnati Art Museum, 
Mint Gallery in Atlanta, GA, and Block 
Gallery in Raleigh, NC. Brown Jr. has 
received various fellowships and awards 
including an Emerging Lens Fellowship 
from ArtWORKS in Chicago (2022), the 
Nexus Grant from Atlanta Contemporary 
(2022), and a Visiting Researcher Fellow-
ship at Wilson Special Collection Library at 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill 
(2023).
      Matthew Troyer (b. 1988) is an Ameri-
can artist and former US Marine Corps 
Combat Photographer. Serving actively 
for nine years, he transitioned from the 
military to earn his Bachelor of Fine Art 
in Photography and Imaging with Honors 
from Ringling College of Art and Design 
in 2022. He is attending the University of 
North Carolina at Chapel Hill, where he will 
receive his Master of Fine Arts in Studio Art 
in 2024. 
     In his work, Troyer examines the intri-
cate relationship between war and American 
culture. By illuminating these dimensions 
of American life, he invites viewers to

participate in nuanced discussions about the 
profound implications for society at large. 
In this endeavor, Troyer aims to investigate 
prevailing narratives, disrupt conventional 
depictions, and nurture a deeper under-
standing of the complexities inherent in the 
convergence of war and culture.
      Vera Weinfield (b. 1992) was raised in 
Indiana. She graduated from the Pennsyl-
vania Academy of Fine Arts with a BFA in 
painting in 2014. Before entering the MFA 
program at the University of North Caroli-
na, Weinfield collaborated with the Greens-
boro Mural Collective, in Greensboro, NC, 
and worked for several years as a commu-
nity artist with Los Muralistas de El Puente, 
an intergenerational mural collective based 
in Brooklyn. In collaboration with other 
artists and within her individual art practice, 
Weinfield invents mythical, political, and 
psychological narratives that investigate the 
slippages between ‘good’ and ‘evil,’ Jew 
and Gentile, man and woman, animal and 
human, victim and oppressor.
      Terri Jones (b. 1992), a Greensboro, NC, 
native and Guilford College Fine Arts grad-
uate, navigates her multifaceted identity as a 
painter, educator, community muralist, and 
mother of three. As an elementary school 
art teacher, she nurtures young talent while 
honing her own craft. Beyond the class-
room, Jones’s impact extends to the streets, 
where her murals serve as narratives of 
collective identity.

Though Krisel may not be a household name 
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a 
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920, 
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a 
young age. He attended the American Artist 
School in New York city as a teenager where 
he met renowned modern artists, including 
Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his 
abstract style. After studying architecture at 
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949, 
he received his graduate degree from Illinois 
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following 
year, he began working for architectural firm 
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger 
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new 
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing 
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to 
design the spray fountain outside of the facility 
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning 
water. He then went on to design the Trident 
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos 
building on Wofford College’s campus.

This exhibition continues the Museum’s 
75th-anniversary celebration and magnifies its 
expanding Collection of photographs. This exhibi-
tion is guest-curated by Katherine Ware, curator 
of photography at the New Mexico Museum of 
Art, and features over 125 artworks organized 
into three sections: Inside/Out, Together/Apart, 
and Natural/Unnatural.

"The New Salon" offers 
a modern take on the prestigious tradition of the 
Parisian Salon with the diversity and innovation 
of today’s art world. Guest-curated by Gabriel 
Shaffer, the show will include works from Pop 
Surrealism, Outsider Art, Street Art, and Graffiti 
genres. Bender Gallery in Asheville has been 
collaborating with the Asheville Art Museum 
to loan four paintings from three of our artists. 
The artists are Laine Bachman, Kukula, and 
Yui Sakamoto. Be sure to check out this special 
exhibition in downtown Asheville. Through Oct. 
21 - "Honoring Nature: Early Southern Appa-
lachian Landscape Painting". This exhibition 
explores the sublime natural landscapes of the 
Smoky Mountains of Western North Carolina and 
Tennessee. While there were several regional 
schools of painting around the early 1900s, this 
group is largely from the Midwest, and many of 
the artists trained at the Art Institute of Chicago or 
in New York City. Through their travels, they cap-
tured waterfalls, sunsets, thunderstorms, autumn 
foliage, lush green summers, and snow-covered 
mountains—elements that were novel for view-
ers from cities and rural areas. Though some of 
these paintings include people, they are usually 
used for scale and painted with little to no detail, 
highlighting the magnificence of nature. Debra 
McClinton Gallery, Through July 29 - "Counter/
Balance: Gifts from John and Robyn Horn". The 
exhibition presents important examples of con-
temporary American craft, including woodwork-
ing, metalsmithing, fiber and pottery by renowned 
American artists Albert Paley, Hoss Haley, 
Toshiko Takaezu, Stoney Lamar, Mary Merkel-
Hess, Dorothy Gill Barnes, Kay Sekimachi, Bob 
Stocksdale, and many others.

surfaces. Blossman Companies Educa-
tion Gallery, Through June 10 - "Asheville’s 
Naturalist: Watercolors by Sallie Middleton". 
Sallie Ellington Middleton (1926–2009) has long 
been considered one of the most gifted botani-
cal painters. She possessed a remarkable eye 
for detail, a skilled hand to record what she saw, 
and a keen imagination to shape her enchanted 
images. Watercolor was the perfect medium for 
Middleton, as it allowed her to carry her paints 
on forays into the woods, and it made for a more 
natural and less messy process than oil paint. 
Though she was an extremely accomplished 
painter, Middleton had very little formal training 
in art. Her uncle, the architect Douglas Elling-
ton, was a noted draughtsman and built several 
important buildings, including the Asheville City 
Hall. Middleton spent her childhood living with 
her uncle at Chunn’s Cove, a home that Ellington 
built using eclectic building materials from several 
of his architectural projects in Asheville. Ongoing 
- The Asheville Art Museum, the hub for 20th- and 
21st-century American art in Western North Caro-
lina, has re-opened to the public. The $24+ mil-
lion, state-of-the-art facility encompasses 54,000 
square feet and adds 70 percent more Collection 
gallery space.

College’s Professional Crafts Program". This 
new generation of craft is lead by instructors 
Amy Putansu in fiber, Brian Wurst in wood, Emily 
Reason in clay, and Angela Bubash in metals 
& jewelry. This show continues the historical 
relationship between the Southern Highland Craft 
Guild and Haywood, an educational center of the 
Guild.

1963) has spent the last 30 years 
developing a unique practice that melds the 
disciplines of painting, weaving, and drawing, 
creating an innovative and labor-intensive body 
of work that blurs the boundaries between 
abstraction and representation, and fine art 
and craft. Based on the captivating landscape 
and skies of Iceland, her work is deeply rooted 
in environmental subjects and concerns while 
also contributing to art historical discourses on 
landscape painting and postwar abstraction. 
Organized by the Frederick R. Weisman Mu-
seum of Art at Pepperdine University, this exhi-
bition will feature large-scale paintings created 
on a loom and more intimate watercolors and 
drawings. Through June 2 - “On the Horizon: 
Landscapes from the Collection”. This exhibi-
tion features work by nearly twenty artists from 
the museum’s collection that explore diverse 
approaches to depicting landscapes. Artists like 
Isabel Quintanilla, Markus Raetz, and Italo Val-
enti portray idyllic scenes; in contrast, Paul Har-
charik explores the grim impact of industrializa-
tion. Other artists including Nicolas de Staël, 
Maria Helena Vieira da Silva, and Zao Wou-Ki 
push the boundaries of traditional landscapes 
with wholly abstract compositions. With works 
spanning over fifty years, “On the Horizon: 
Landscapes from the Collection” delves into 
artists’ varied engagements with the natural 
world and evolving environments. Through 
Aug. 9 - “Eduardo Chillida: 100 Years”. This 
exhibtion commemorates the centenary of the 
influential Spanish sculptor Eduardo Chillida 
(1924–2002). Presenting a selection of sculp-
tures and works on paper from the Bechtler 
Museum’s permanent collection, this intimate 
exhibition offers a focused look at the artist’s 
pioneering and varied practice. Renowned for 
his monumental sculptures, Chillida also cre-
ated domestically-scaled sculptures, drawings, 
collages, and prints, examples of which will 
be on view. Together these works illustrate the 
great influence that Chillida’s upbringing in the 
Basque region of Spain and his early training 
in architecture had on his unique artistic vision, 
and demonstrate his enduring exploration of 
space, light, form, and material. Through Aug. 
9 - ”Alyson Shotz: Coalescence”. Blurring the 
boundaries between art and science, American 
artist Alyson Shotz (born 1964) is widely ac-
claimed for her sculptures and installations that 
use synthetic materials such as glass, mirrors, 
plastic, and stainless steel to harness intangible 
forces of the natural world like gravity, space, 
and light. On loan from the Bank of America 
Collection, this single-work installation is a 
dazzling sculpture made of glass beads and 
wire that hangs from the ceiling, “Coalescence” 
(2006)  resembles a hovering cloud, a massive 
spider web glistening with morning dew, or 
a cluster of atoms magnified to monumental 
scale. Its open form challenges traditional 
notions of sculpture as grounded, solid, or 
weighty, and reveals Shotz’s abiding interest 
in perception: calling attention to the relation-
ship between an artwork, the viewer, and the 
space they share. Ongoing - The Bechtler 
Museum of Modern Art is named after the 
family of Andreas Bechtler, a Charlotte resident 
and native of Switzerland who assembled and 
inherited a collection of more than 1,400 art-
works created by major figures of 20th-century 
modernism and donated it to the public trust.

Passages" is the most comprehensive exhibition 
of works by artist Whitfield Lovell. Lovell (born in 
1959) is renowned for his masterful conté crayon 
portraits and multisensory installations that focus 
on aspects of African American history, while rais-
ing universal questions about identity, memory, 
and America’s collective heritage. The exhibition 
brings together two of Lovell’s major installations, 
"Deep River" (2013) and "Visitation: The Rich-
mond Project" (2001), with a selection of free-
standing tableaux and works on paper from his 
acclaimed "Kin" series (2008–2011) and "Spell 
Suite" (2019–2020), as well as the premiere 
presentation of his forthcoming "Card Pieces 
II". Through a combination of visual projections, 
sound, and found objects, as well as examples 
from Lovell’s works on paper, visitors will be en-
veloped in hidden histories and cultural memory 
of the African American experience. Through 
Sept. 1 - "Fred Smith: From This Disposition". 
Fred Smith (b. 1987) is a human navigating their 

day to day existence through the act of making 
drawings, paintings, and sculptural objects. Their 
work is developed with a sense of subversive 
irony, exploring societal norms and situations 
that seem off or odd. By bending physicality and 
destabilizing reality, Fred Smith’s uncanny cre-
ations prompt us to ask complex questions about 
our surroundings and our imagination. The artist 
has a similar mission in mind while creating the 
work, stating that he’s “simply asking questions 
that I don’t know how to ask with words.” Molding 
form and spaces into open-ended queries, Smith 
delivers us to a site where “the world is a stage.”

Unlike anything ever seen 
at The Mint Museum before, Brooklyn-based art-
ist Summer Wheat’s "Foragers" is a monumental 
piece of public work of art spanning 96 windows, 
four stories, and 3,720 square feet at Mint Muse-
um Uptown’s Robert Haywood Morrison Atrium. 
The myriad of vibrant panels that give the illusion 
of stained glass and celebrates the tradition of 
women as makers and providers. "Foragers" is 
part of a larger exhibition "In Vivid Color," which 
brings together four innovative contemporary 
artists—Wheat, Gisela Colon, Spencer Finch, 
and Jennifer Steinkamp—who create works 
celebrating the power of color and its ability to 
permeate the space around us.

Two 
years later, once the museum finished building a 
new wing that included a large gallery to display 
her holdings, Miss Delhom - as she preferred 
to be called - began offering weekly classes, 
open to the public, to discuss the works on view.

The first multimedia survey of 
the artist’s work since 2007, "Behold" highlights 
the artist’s dedication to creating new modes of 
understanding, as well as her engagement with 
interconnected historical and present-day chal-
lenges. These themes are examined through 
Campos-Pons’s performance-based practice 
and centering of Yoruba-derived Santería 
symbolism, as well as her work with communi-
ties in Boston, Cuba, Italy and Nashville (her 
current residence). Through July 7 - "Love & 
Anarchy". On the surface, love and anarchy 
may seem like unrelated or even conflicting no-
tions. Love is synonymous with care, compas-
sion, and affection, while anarchy is generally 
accepted as an absence of authority, a state of 
disorder, or an ungovernable condition. These 
concepts, more than tangentially related, are 
often intertwined and even sometimes mutu-
ally dependent. Indeed, moments of disarray 
and frustration are intrinsic to love, while love 
sometimes emerges out of disorder and chaos. 
Drawn from the Nasher Museum’s extensive 
historical and contemporary collections, Love 
& Anarchy demonstrates some of the ways 
in which these two concepts have inspired 
artists, visually and conceptually, over millen-
nia. Incubator Gallery, June 16 - "Hung Liu: 
Living Memory," a student co-curated exhibit. 
Chinese-born American artist Hung Liu (Born 
in Changchun, China, 1948 – 2021) portrayed 
individuals who risked being forgotten in death 
as in life. As a child, Liu lived under the regime 
of Mao Zedong, who led the Communist Party 
during the Cultural Revolution (1966 – 1976), a 
turbulent period of political and social upheaval 
in the People’s Republic of China. It was during 
this time that Liu realized photography’s sig-
nificance when she witnessed her mother burn 
cherished family photographs, or otherwise 
risk persecution for being “bourgeois,” or not 
working class. As an adult, Liu immigrated to 
the United States, where she focused on the 
photographs of the Chinese people who came 
before her. By manipulating and recontextual-
izing found images by dripping, splattering, 
and layering materials, Liu blurred the lines 
between representation and abstraction and 
probed photography’s role in shaping collective 
memory. "Hung Liu: Living Memory" explores 
the artist’s ability to bridge past and present 
by manipulating the threads of visual memory. 
Her sensitive portraits illuminate what it means 
to be Chinese, to be American, and to be a 
woman.

In this exhibition, unusual and rare imag-
es are presented alongside iconic ones, revealing 
why this American artist is one of the most impor-
tant pioneers of photography and demonstrating 
how the unseen for Cunningham was eternally 
as important as the familiar. Embracing the times 
in which she lived, Cunningham (1883–1976) 
created images that reflect crucial movements 
and developments in art and photography during 
her 70-year career. Her photographs, seduc-
tive and dynamic, are inspired by a multitude of 
genres, including portraiture, family photographs, 
still lifes and street photography. This exhibi-
tion consists of 60 silver gelatin prints from the 
Imogen Cunningham Trust. West Bedroom Gal-
lery, Through June 30 - "Art for the American 
Home: Grant Wood’s Lithographs". In 1934, the 
Regionalist artist Grant Wood made an agree-
ment with Associated American Artists (AAA) in 
New York to create a series of lithographs. Wood, 
the creator of Reynolda’s iconic 1936 painting 
“Spring Turning,” ultimately produced 19 litho-
graphs, about a quarter of his mature work. His 
consummate drafting skills made him a natural 
for the medium. The AAA produced the litho-
graphs in editions of 250 and sold them for $5 to 
$10 each. The opportunity to create affordable 
art during the Great Depression appealed to the 
artist. This small exhibition will focus on Wood’s 
narrative lithographs (“Sultry Night,” “Honorary 
Degree,” “Shrine Quartet,” “The Midnight Alarm”) 
and still lifes. Northwest Bedroom Gallery, 
Through Oct. 27 - "Good Impressions: Portraits 
Across Three Centuries from Reynolda and 
Wake Forest". Portraits are often taken at face 
value—as accurate representations of a person’s 
appearance, sometimes removed by decades or 
centuries.

This exhibition features 
three centuries of portraits of men and women, 
Black and White, solitary and companionate, 
classic and modern. “Good Impressions” was 
mounted to mark the recent conservation treat-
ment of John Singleton Copley’s 1762 Portrait of 
“Mrs. Daniel Rogers” (Elizabeth Gorham Rogers) 
in the collection of Wake Forest University, and 
Reynolda House’s recent acquisition of Kwame 
Brathwaite’s 1973 photograph “Changing Times”.

“Into a daybreak that’s wondrously clear / I rise.” 
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still I Rise,” published in 
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience 
in the face of oppression. In the 1980s, Angelou 
used Reynolda as her stage, sharing words of 
humanity, survival, and triumph. But before her, 
numerous Black lives impacted and intersected 
with the story of Reynolda. "Still I Rise: The 
Black Experience at Reynolda" examines the 
lives of the Black women and men who helped 
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow 
era working estate into a museum for American 
art.
