Mark Bettis Gallery in Asheville, NC,
will present The Color of Air, featuring
works by Asheville artist Nabil El Jaouhari,
on view from June 8§ - 22,2024.

This new collection of work by Nabil
El Jaouhari consists of paintings and 3D
work using air’s elemental, emotional and
conceptual nature. The exhibit explores the
extensive and intensive limits of the force
through its various forms. It relies on the
literal forms air takes, from the calm to the
violent, to inform the physical presence of
the pieces. Using wood burning, collage,
and air brush, Nabil creates abstract images
on back-lit, frame-less pieces. As a result,
the pieces have a floating physical presence
imitating air.

El Jaouhari describes his show as, “the
metaphorical and emotional connotations
of air that are present, the calm of a warm
breeze, the violence of a storm, the winds
of change; these temporary and ungrasp-
able shapes form from the always present
substance that surrounds us. Only when it is
condensed and abstracted from the totality
are we reminded that air is always there.”

Originally from Lebanon, El Jaouhari
studied fine arts at the Lebanese University
in Beirut before moving to the United States

in 2009 to complete his MFA in painting
and printmaking at the University of Mis-
souri.

Trackside Studios in Asheville, NC, will
present An Emergence, featuring works by
Deborah Kolp, John Diamond-Nigh, Lanie
McKeever, Li Newton, and Nancy Moore,
on view in the Stairway Gallery, from June
8 through July 11,2024. A reception will
be held on June 8, from 2-6pm. Sips and
snacks will be served with artist demonstra-
tions throughout the day.

Personal and global events, introspec-
tion, chaos, changing seasons, people and
places - countless currents affect the ebb
and flow of an individual’s life and how it is
reflected back in their choices, actions, and
art. Each of the works in this exhibition is
accompanied by the artist’s description of
how their art reflects their journey or their
interpretation of emergence.

Deborah Kolp is a teaching artist inspired
by inner states of consciousness revealed by
the human face. In Adam, she examines the
concept of the “first created person” in the
three major monotheistic religions (Jewish,
Christian, Muslim) merged with the themes
of the earliest known human remains found
in Ethiopia and the current “bubbling to
national awareness” of the civil rights
movement in America after the death of
George Floyd.

Chaos may emerge from tyranny and
global discord with “appalling swiftness,”
shares John Diamond-Nigh, a poet, artist,
and teacher. Yet, he states that “all things
emerge, and maybe something as simple as
old beauty has a minute role to play.” In The
Librarian, he works with gold, paper, and
black and white colors. His “use of gold in
particular asks how even the smallest her-
esies of beauty may emerge against chaos.”

Describing herself as a “land-locked
mermaid who loves painting with shredded
paper,” Li Newton introduces us to herself
and her sojourn in True Colors. When she
moved to the Bahamas at almost 50 years

old, she carried almost crippling self-doubt.
“Then,” she says, “I dipped my head under-
water for the first time and was welcomed
into a new universe of coral reefs and magi-
cal creatures.” She explored, learned about
the environment, and “became physically
and mentally stronger than I'd ever been.”
She credits those years with transforming
herself and her art into what they are today.

Sharing “the breakdown process of my
identity and what is emerging over the last
few years” was the impetus for Lanie McK-
eever to create Welcome to My Garden. The
mixed media painting reflects the emer-
gence of new life after death. She began the
piece imagining a portal to a garden filled
with the “love and presence of many who
have come before.” As she continued her
personal healing process, she blended this
painting with her “first love — photography”
and states, “What is emerging is something
new, something I do not fully understand —
but it is here and it is ME.”

In The Road Not Taken, Nancy Moore
reflects on the emergence of the dancing
of one’s heart when one is creating from a
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place of peace, energy, and life. Moore cre-
ates spiritual landscapes that are “responses
to the light I sense in the human spirit.”
