College’s Professional Crafts Program". This 
new generation of craft is lead by instructors 
Amy Putansu in fiber, Brian Wurst in wood, Emily 
Reason in clay, and Angela Bubash in metals 
& jewelry. This show continues the historical 
relationship between the Southern Highland Craft 
Guild and Haywood, an educational center of the 
Guild. Students of the Haywood program come 
from all over, with or without prior experience of 
craft, and sometimes pursuing it as a second or 
third career. The course of study is challenging, 
combining craft concentrations with supplemental 
classes in design, drawing, craft history, busi-
ness, marketing and photography.

Each painting is made of modular shapes that 
make up figurative units of measure. They are 
fragments of a larger puzzle. The surfaces 
are thickly layered and clouded by an ambigu-
ous haze. Two window works "Double Trap" 
and "Single Use II" mirror each other and 
parallel the modular units in the paintings. The 
interlocking shapes form large mazes made of 
window film. The transparent material sug-
gests that we look through the maze motifs and 
find alternate ways to solve problems.

Fort, Atwell, & Rankin 
East Galleries, June 28 - Jan. 5, 2025 - "The 
Hard Edge & The Soft Line: A Retrospective of 
Maud Gatewood". Maud Gatewood (1934–2004) 
is an exceptional figure in the art history of North 
Carolina and the American Southeast. A painter 
of exacting technique with a keen eye for com-
position and cultural commentary, her pictures 
capture the Carolinas (and the expanding world 
beyond) across much of the 20th Century. A 
native of Yanceyville in Caswell County, NC, 
Gatewood’s paintings reveal rural landscapes 
and their denizens in the midst of transforma-
tion while also cleverly framing the experience 
of modern life with acerbic wit and a surprising 
wealth of empathy. "The Hard Edge & The Soft 
Line: A Retrospective of Maud Gatewood" is a 
major undertaking by BRAHM. This retrospec-
tive project provides a comprehensive narrative 
of Gatewood’s career, considering the evolution 
of her oeuvre and her significant contributions, 
as an artist and an educator, to the field of 
contemporary representational painting in North 
Carolina and the region. A recuperative exercise, 
the exhibition and its accompanying scholarship 
will feature a broad range of her works, including 
paintings, works on paper, and archival material, 
excavating Gatewood’s rigorous technical experi-
