“These paintings are inspired by the
serenity of my flower garden - native birds
and trees calmly swaying in the wind,” says
Schultz. “T hope this body of work pro-
vides viewers a moment of tranquility from
modern life.”

In contrast, Berkley Wooten’s “Mom’s
Backyard” buzzes with the layered energy
of memory, home, and Southern charm.
Inspired by her mother Beverly’s carefully
tended and artfully curated backyard, Woo-
ten brings forward joyful compositions full
of movement, pattern, and personal history.
The works balance nostalgia with modern
playfulness, drawing influence from Japa-
nese ceramics and Southern culture alike.
